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UFO LANDING IN MEXICO

Salvador Villaneuva is about forty years old. He has a wife a n d 
seven children. He neither smokes nor drinks and is well reapacted in 
Ms Me..cico C'i.ty home, By trade he is a driver; owning a car which he 
plies for hire, mainly to inurists. For some time he feared to tell of 
his strange experience lest people thought him deceitful or mad (how 
often have we heard this fear expressed \) But when the Mexican papers 
began a series of articles on flying saucers, he took courage and wrote 
to the journalist concerned asking for an interview, Since that day he 
has been subjected to all manner of tests for his integrity and accuracy 
as a reporter. He has come through them all with full marks. 

Between August 17-20, 1953, Villaneuva was employed by a couple of 
Texan tourists to drive them from Mexico City to the Texan border• Af• 
ter covering about sixty miles successfully, they had just passed Cui• 
dad Valley when horrible noises came from the crankshaft and the car 
ground to a halt. Examination showed that oil had leuked from the dif­
ferential and it soon became obvious that the car would go no further, 
not that night, at any rate. The Texans were angry. They unloaded 
their baggage, engaged another oar and drove off without paying. Sal­
vador tried to obtain he lp, but without success. By then it was begin­
ning to rain, so he decided there was nothing for it but to spond tho 
night in his car and make arrangements for repairs in tho morning. 

A little late_r, about 6:00 P.M., he crawled under the car for anoth­
er look at the damage, in the faint hope he might be able to do some­
thing to get himself away from this lonely spot. While he lay on his 
back beneath the oar he became aware that he had company. Right by his 
nose were two pairs of feet. The feet and the legs - what he could see 
of them from his prone position - were normal except that they were en­
cased inn substance like seamless gray corduroy. Salvador scrambled 
up to find himself face to face with a couple of pleasant-looking men 
no more than four feet six inches in height. Now, in Mexico there a.re 
many short people. Many of the peasants do not exceed four and a half 
feet, so Villaneuva was not unduly alo.rmed. He noticed they were both 
clad from their necks to the tips of their toes in this one-piece gray 
material, broken only by a. wide perforated shiny belt.

The man who addressed him smiled sympathetically and sp?ke of one 
or two casual things, He asked Villaneuva a little a.bout himself, and 
he see:med quite friendly, The driver, however, noticed that this man

.: gether. His companion said nothing, but occasionally smiled or ma.de 
other expressions suggesting he understood, so Salvador asked, "Doesn't 
your friend s i:eak Mexican?" 

"No, but he is a.bl e to understand you." 
Then it began to rain ngain, so he invited the two visitors to shel­

ter with him in the oar. When they were inside they continued the con• 
verse.tion. "Are you aviators'?" 

"Yes, we are." 
"Is your plane near he re'?" 
"Not very far." 
"Where have you come from, if I might ask?" 
"We have come from very far," And they smiled. 
Still he felt there was nothing wrong until, as the night descended, 

his strange new friend betrayed by his conversation that he knew far 
too much for an ordinary man, not only about this world, but about 
others also. He spoke of places and cities and people that made Villa­
neuva a little afraid. Finally, somewhere around dawn, he asked him 
the question that was creeping into his mind. 

"No," came the answer. "We a.re not of this planet. We come from 
one far distant, but we know much about your world. 11 

Of course, he did not believe him right away, At first he felt 
they were playing some kind of prnct ical joke on him, and the second 
man's silent smiles irked him. Several times during the night he 
accused them of 'taking the mickey out of him.' Poor VillaneuvaL By 
the time dawn broke he was a very confused man. 

After sunrise, his companions said they must leave. Then they ask­
ed if he would care to see their machine. Sti 11 faintly hoping to 
find a conventional aircraft with wings and propellers Villaneuva 
agreed to follow them. They led the way through the bus hes across n 
rather swrunpy piece of land for about half a kilometer, Onwards they 
walked, his two visitors n,nrching ahead of him, The ground becume 
wet and treacherous; he was sinking into muddy pools, sometimes al­
most to his knees.

In form it had the shape of two huge soup plates joined at the rim, 
Above it was a shallow dome with portholes. The e ntire structure , 
a.bout forty fe ot a.cross, r e st e d on three g i ant metal sphe r e s or land­
i ng balls, Unless t h is was some s e cre t invention from the United 
Sta t e s, it was sure ly a ship from a nothe r world. 

As the y approached, a f aint humming c ame from within the cruft 
and o. portion of the lower hull ope ne d outwards, much in the same 
manner of the r ear entrnnc e to a D C -4, so that the inne r side of 
the pane l form e d a sta ircase to the cr aft a nd the supporting cable s 
b ec runc he. ndr a ils. The two me n went up the short flight of. steps, 
po.using on the top to turn e. nd look a t the ir earthly compa nion. 

"Would you cure to come inside with us?" c ame the invita tion. 
Villane uva could only shnke his head. His wife, his f amily, his 
job, his home and al l the things he knew and love d sudde nly s eemed 
very r ea l. No, he would be o. f.r a id to l euv e them for some t hing a.-
lion and utte rly beyond his understanding. Ho turne d and ran, Vfuen 
he r egaine d the road, he wus gas ping for brenth. He could h c.r d ly 
believe his own s e ns es. Thnt t h is should ho.ppe n to him~ Impossible', 

The n he took o. glance bnck the way he had come . Something was 
happen ing bu ck the r e among t re bushes; someth ing light was appear­
ing, Something glowing white ros e slowly into view , hovering for a 
mome nt, then gaining speed it began n kind of pendulum motion, a 
ba ckwa rds und forwards arcing movement, like a f u lling l oa f going 
u p instead of down. It attained an a ltitude of sever a l hundre d f eet 
by this method; then , g lowing brighter, shot up ve rtica lly with in­
cre dible speed, In seconds it wcs lost to sight. Only a f a int swish­
ing sound marked its po.ss nge . Villane uva. told n o one . He had work 
to doa His c o.r needed attent ion, o. nd it was the next night before he 
r eached home. His wife at onc e noticed his strained appee. ra nco and 
asked him what wus wrong, Mo.king sur e none of the childr e n were lis­
tening, he told her, f a ltering and hesitant, convinced she would con­
sider him insane . 

" No," she r eplied . "I do not think you ins ane . I know you, You are 
my husband and you would not de oe ive me. But ot hers-- others will not 
be lie vG you, Promise me you will t e ll no one ." 

Thus Sa lvador Villa ne uva kept the myste ry to himself until a ser­
i es of open-minde d article s by Enrico Espinosa y Cossio prompte d 
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him to t e ll others of his experience. To date he has not seen his 
visitors ngain. But nnother ma n in Me xico has since then hnd a more 
o.mnzing experienc e . We hope -to publish this lnte r.

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THE CONSTITUTION OF THE SUN AND STARS

According to the accredited science of today, the sun and stars 
are hot gaseous bodies with temperatures of millions of degrees in­
side. The scientific profession is so sure of this that anybody 
who thinks otherwise is simply not given a chance to be heard, al­
though a simple calculation under the gas laws will show that any 
celestial body similar to the sun, and with a density approxiM.ate­
ly equal to that of ocean water, would explode immediately if 
heated to a temperature of millions of degrees oeotigrade . 

Our sun is just an average star, and a mere glance at it should 
be sufficient to convince anybody that it cannot be gaseous inside. 
A ball of ga~ would not have a 5harp circular outline like the 
periphery of the sun. Gaseous clouds do exist elsewhere in the 
universe, but they do not appear as suns or stars. The periphery 
of the sun does, however, bear e. remarkable resemblance to a 
horizon of ocean water. This conclusion is further corroborated 
by the density of the sun which is just slightly greater than that 
of ocean water -- exactly what would be expected if the sun con­
sists mainly of water, but with a solid core at the center. 

If the heat r~om the sun really came from a hot interior, then 
as the late Dr. Hermann Fricke of Germany has pointed out, sun -
spots should be incandescent and not dark. Numerous photographs 
have been taken of sunspots from ull angles, and these photographs 
shaw beyond any possibility of a doubt that sunspots are nothing 
else than splashes in the luminous layer. The luminous material 
is thrown to the sides, leaving a wide open hole at the center 
through which the dark interior of the sun oan be viewed -- per­
haps not absolutely dark, but much darker than the luminous sur­
face with its temperature of 6000 degrees. According to all au­
thentic science of today, we are supposed to believe that within 
this dark. interior there is raging a temperature of 50,000,000 
degrees t It is just too much for the writer to swallow. 

The heat of the sun is probably generated by bombardment of 
its outer atmosphere by cosmic r ays consisting of subatomic par­
ticles drawn in by the gravitational force of the sun. We have 
a similar heated layer in the upper atmosphere of our earth where 
cosmic ray intensity is much greate r and the temperature is hun­
dreds of degrees higher than at the surface of the earth. Since 
the gravito.tional force at the surface of the sun is thirty times 
that at the surface of the earth , it is not difficult on this 
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basis to account for the 6000 degree temperature at the surface of the 
sun, without making any fantastic assumptions of interior temperatures 
of millions of de grees. 

A hot outer atmosphere would not necessarily heat up the interior 
of the sun• as has often been argued. Heat can travel only by radia­
tion, conduction or convection. Radiation is stopped immediately by 
even the thinnest layers of opaque material, and conduotion through 
thousands of miles of poorly conducting material is a very slow pro­
cess. There remains then only convection, and in a gravitational 
field the effect of convection is always to produce stratification -­
the hotter masses rising to the top and the cooler masses sinking to 
the bottom. If now we make the reasonable assumption that the effect 
of convection is greater than the combined effect of radiation and 
conduction, then any large celestial body with sufficient water on it 
should act like an automatic r efrigerator -- its interior remaining 
cool indefinitely notwithstanding the generation of heat on its sur­
face. Some of the wate r on the surface of the sun will undoubtedly 
be evaporated by the intense heat, and may even become dissociated 
into oxygen and hydrogen, but the reverse of these processes will 
also occur, until a condition of equilibrium has been established. 
The ultimate result will be a gigantic turbulence on the surface of 
the sun, such as can be observed uny time, but which will l eave the 
interior of the sun unaffected. 

The cosmic rays which are drawn in by gravitational force con• 
sist mainly of subatomic particles suoh as protons, electrons and 
neutrons. If these are clusters of vortex rings which were produc­
ed in the interste llar ether by the turbulence of light and heat 
waves, then we have here a cyclic process which could go on indefi• 
nitely. The energy which leaves the sun and stars in the form of 
light and heat radiation is again returned to them in the form of 
cosmic ray particles, nnd any matter which is annihilated during 
this process is similarly returned from interstellar space.

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MAN IS THRBE SPIRITS 

But psychologists regard these three phases of mind ns different 
depths or levels of the individual mind of man. The Kahunas also 
knew the three minds of man, but they differed from psychologists in 
a startling fashion. 

Their doctrine was this: the three minds are in re~lity three 
spirits; separate identities in their own right, o.11 using the body 
for the common task of living, and they are at different levels of 
evolution. That is the reason for their greatly differing powers. 
The Kahunas taught that what we know o.s the subconscious, which they 
called the low self, is a spirit that has r ecently evolved from the 
animal world, but is not yet human. 

The middle self can observe and reason, but depends on the low 
self for who.tever memories it wishes to recall. 

Both these epirtts are under the protection of a much more highly 
developed spirit -- the superconscious of psychology -- which the 
Kahunus, r ecognizing its stature, culled the high self of mun. This 
high self onn r eason und r emember , but is independent of eithe r of 
these means to knowledge, as it normally uses a much higher form of 
mentation. 

It sees the thoughts of the middle and low selves, and from them 
it builds the individual's future. If oontnct cun be made with it 
the r esult is miraculous knowledge such us telep11thy, visions of 
past and future events, and miraculous healing of the diseased and 
injured. All spiritual healing occurs in this manner. 

The Kahunas taught that, so far as man is concerned, the high 
self is God: an entirely trustworthy pnrent, whose nature is truth 
nnd love, to whom we should pray for our needs. 

We are so accustomed to the idea of our individuality -- I run I -
that the doctrine of our triple being is difficult to contemplate; 
but the experience of our dreaming and waking lives supplies us with 
some means of verifying its truth. 

No one doubts that mun is man; can we find evidence that our other 
partners exist? 

The Kahunas said that in sleep the middle self withdraws from the 
body, and no longer r egulates the thinking of the lower self; as the 
low self is incapable of. r easoning it is natu r ally incapable of crit­
icizing. -- It therefore accepts whatever is pr esented to it with -

0 out question. 
In dreruns we enter a wonderland of strange adventures where com­

mon sense is almost entir e ly wanting, and the most absurd conjunc­
tions api;e ar natural. 
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We think after a fashion, but as J.W. Dunne pointed out, it is very 
f eeble thinking -- almost like the thinking of n little child. It 
would b e equally true to describe it ns the kind of thinking that n 
higher animal, such usu dog or horse, might be expected to accomplish. 

In our conscious middl e se lf life we can visualize imaginary adven­
tures in imaginary worlds. Day-dreaming is dohe by e verybody, but 
our day dreams are never so vivid as to seem real. We are l earning 
to creat e worlds, but we are evidently beginners at the busine s s . 

It must be presume d that what we can only do imperfectly the low 
self cannot do at a ll. Therefore its dream world must be creat ed for 
it by a spirit more highly evolve d than our middle se lf. We find what 
we should expect if the Kahunas were right. The Kahunns explained 
much that is mysterious. They taught that if the ce lls of tho brain 
which are used by t he middle se lf be come injured or diseas ed, it 
cannot function in t he body, a nd leaves to wander in the lower l ev­
els of the spirit world. 

The low self' can still carry on bodily functions under the control 
of the high self, but having lost its pa rtner, middle se lf, it ca n­
not reason; the man be comes an idiot. 

The middle self may r eturn if the hea lth of the brain ce lls can 
be r estored; the patie nt the n r egains sanity. Otherwise he dies an 
idiot. 

Afte r death the low and middle selves may r eunite , when they will 
constitute a rational being in the spirit world, but if this does 
not happen, ther e is a r eal risk that the separated low self per -
sona lities will obs ess the living . They a re los t souls~ Being un­
abl e to us e reason they cannot unde rstand t he ir condition or pro­
gress. 

These isolated low selves a r e noisy a nd mischievous ghosts --one 
of the ir f avorite tricks is to je rk the bed-covering off a slee per­
but for the most part they are harmless a nd no more than a nuisan oo • 

They can, however, be a da nger to t he living . If they can stea l 
vita l force from some pe rson whose own low se lf does not, for some 
r eason, r epe l the att ack , complet e exhaustion of the body r ese r ve s 
may occur, and a. s e izure takes place , which we know as epilepsy• 

Again, insanity may be produced if the attacking spirit oan 
drive out the r esident low and middle se lves a nd t ake over the 
body. Thi.s is posses sion by devils in the Biblical sense . 

Occasiona lly it happe ns that only a person's low se lf is dis­
placed by the attacker. The r esult is 0. split persona lity, for 
he now has a nothe r s et of memories, des ires, and t astes. These 
cut-off low se lf P3rsona.litie s ofte n drift in at seances, whe r e 
t hey may ente r the body of a me dium and communicat e . 
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They ure the maundering drivellers, the unholy liars, that bring 
Spiritualism into disrepute by obscuring its truths. As St. Paul 
said of' them, "Try the spirits I whether they be of' Godt" 

The Kahunas did not tench r eincnrnation as we know it. They said 
that a f'ew personalities oume back to be reborn for another earth­
life if there was some special reason why they should do so; but 
most human beings have fulfilled their obligations to earth-life nt 
death, 

The low and middle selves remain together in the spirit world, 
nnd after a period of rest and further growth, they separats. The 
low self has now reached the human level and returns to earth as 
the middle self of a new human personality. The former middle 
self, obeying the urge to evolve, goes on to become in time a 
high self. 

The Knhunu psychology, once its centre! tenet is accepted, is 
an impressively logical explanation of psychic phenomena. It does 
not conflict with any of the knowledge that has been gained through 
psychology and Spiritualism. It confirms that knowledge, and goes 
farther. 

It is certainly worthy of the attention of the Western world, 
f'or a better understanding of his own nature is among the most 
pre~sing needs of modern man.

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CAN PRAYER MAKE A PLANT GROW? 

NOTEs I am informed by Mark Probert that the following pages were 
given to him olairaudiently by several of the well-known 'Controls', 
including Natalli and the Ya.da Di Shi'Ite. The actual verbiage of the 
first few paragraphs appears to be Mark's own, but this gives way to 
increasing condensation and depth as the rapport becomes established, 
Here for perhaps the first time we have an 'in-going ' psycho-physical 
analysis of the effect of mental energy on plant (and other) living 
organisms.

After reading your article "Can Prayer Make · A Plant Grow" I felt 
called upon to thank you for writing on this topic and presenting it 
to the people at large, While you muy not realize it, you have done a 
service to those of us that 11 s leep" but think we are a.wake. "C a n 
Prayer Make A Plant Grow" may seem to be something quite different 
from the much touted "Bridey Murphy" story• but I think you will agree 
that the difference is only surface appearance and not in substance. 
By that I mean that a something called "Mind" is what is being talked 
about in both oases. 

While I personally have little interest in any of the orthodox re­
ligions• I do know that prayer when oonsc ious ly directed can not only 
cause a plant to grow but sustain it in henlth and extend its life 
expectancy . I know too that a curse, which is also a prayer but of 
a negative kind, will stunt a plant's growth and bring an early death 
to its physical self. What stupefies me is that anyone who claims to 
be a Christian and is over seven does not know these things. A s for 
those who laugh at them there is nothing to s ay nbout these people ex­
cept that the world has always had its braying jackasses. As for the 
scientist who claims skepticism on these subjects, this is to be ex• 
pected , for skepticism is the very nuture of the scientific approach 
to all problems of life. 

Now as for those who fear these things and term them "black magio" 
it is quite obvious that they are ignorant on the subject of such 
magic and its uses. They have simply heard the expression used at 
one time or another• a.nd because they have been conditi.oned to be -
lieve in evilness and blackness as something mysterious they natural­
ly fear it• for it speaks to them of the 11 unknown" • and the "X" fac­
tors in life breed a. state of inseeurity in us, and insecurity in 
turn breeds fear. These people have no knowledge of the fact that 
the use of any kind of supplication made consciously to unseen forces 
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for any reason at all is the practicing of "magic". But how can the 
devot e d church-goer who conside rs himself a Christian understand this, 
when only a ve ry f ew of the ministers, especia lly thos e of the Prot­
estant f a iths know anything about the subject themselves? • 

As a rule the priests of Catholicism are aware of the truths of 
magical rituals, but they do not impart this knowledge to any of their 
flock, for they know that such information concerning one 1 s own creat­
ive ability would only lead to further confusion within them, or worse 
yet, may enlighten them to the ext ent whe re they would find no furth­
er nee d of someone els e to int ercede for them between the see n and un­
see n worlds, It is easy to see what such knowledge could lead to in 
cert a in quarte rs, I do not think the word "magic" should be used wh en 
attempting to instruct the lay person concerning the uses of his own 
inner forces, for the word only le ads him to be lieve that there i s 
something supernatural about it all, when the truth is there is NOTH• 
ING in all creation that is above cre~tion, In f act, when we t ake 
the "boogie" out of the boogieman we find him to be quite a meek and 
amiable f e llow, 

It is my personal opinion that if ma n is to learn anything of val­
ue concerning hims e lf as a gr ea t be ing created by a Great Be ing, he 
must get up off his tremblin g knee s and look his Crea.tor straight in 
the f ace , Admittedly this is going to be very difficult for most of 
us at first, be cause we have bee n so mesmerized into f ee lings of 
guilt and shame that we find it a hardship to even look into one 
another's faces, to s ay nothing of the counte nance of some Supreme 
Be ing. I suppose the quest ion he re iss How is one to look into the 
f ace of the Supreme Be ing? Simply by making n sincere and unbiased 
study of the natur e of ALL things, and pe rmitting no t aboos or oharges 
of hierarchy of se lf-appointed witch-doctors to stay one's hand. 

Let us,for instance , examine the work of the good Reve r end Frank• 
lin Loehr i n his search to find out if prayer can make a plant grow. 
Let us without trembling study his efforts a nd his r esults, Then 
when we do discover that prayer CAN make plants grow and curses can 
kill them, as we sha ll discover, l et us not stand around with our 
silly mouths open in awe , but rather as k the next logica l question, 
to wit, "How? - What are t he me chanics of CONSCIOUSLY direct ed 
prayer and CONSCIOUSLY direct ed curses that give them the power to 
sustain or drive out the life force that animat es mat e ria l sub -
sta nce ?" Then l et us ask ourse lves if we who honestly want the 
truth of the se things have t he time to stand around making such 
zombie-like statements that the us e of praye r to make plants grow is 
"asking God to do tricks" and saying 11 Let 1 s kee p scie nce for 'physi­
cal r ea lity'. I run sure we will discove r it is a gr eat deal later 
than we think. 

HOW do es prayer make a plant grow? ••• In order to unde rstand 
the answer I be lieve it will first be ne cessary to cha nge o 1l ~ 
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thinking in regard to what we have been taught in our school books, 
concerning the nuture of :matter, and next we will have to completely 
revise the opinions given us in our religious teaching, th~t that 
which is oal led "Spirit" is some form of unknowable and effervescent 
nothingness, and that we will come to know it all in some distant to­
morrow in some never-never land, NCY'N is the only time to learn about 
a.nythingi 

The na. ture of physical substance: I think that right here i s 
where the lay person must be made to realize that the NAME of a thing 
is NOT the thing itself, but simply a tag or label placed upon certain 
given lines of motion so that they will not be confused with certain 
other lines of motion, and is but a oothod of catnloging what is calls.l 
"sense data", As an example of this let us take the seed of any plant 
and these are the qualities we will give to it: roundness, softness, 
hardness, smoothness, roughness, thinness, fatness, largeness, cold­
ness, warmness, etc,, then redness, brownness, etc, However, none of 
these are properties of the seed in question, but are entirely proper­
ties of the individual's senses, Now let us reduce this seed to its 
minute building blocks called cells. In the past these little bodies 
were beyond the reach of the physical senses, but there is now an 
electronic "eye" that is capable of seeing them and bringing them 
within range of the human eye, Not only can the surface action of the 
cell be observed but its interior as well, and it is shown that a. 
cell contains within its walls other cellular bodies darting about and 
pulsating in a liquid substance, Now then, could we extend our vi -
sion still farther or deeper into this minute world called cellular 
and sub-cellular, we would eventually come to what is called the world 
of "atomic" structure. 

In the not too distunt pust it was believed that atoms contained 
within themselves the properties called roundness and hardness and 
that they were indivisible. Today we know better - thnt is to say, 
we know that an a.tom is neither round nor ha.rd and by no means indiv­
isible. Indeed, we know it to be no more than an energy field. How­
ever, the question arises as to what is the nature of the surround­
ing spaces that an energy field is presumably operating in. We will 
find that the unswer to that is - 11 It is not working in a media dif­
ferent than itself, for that which is thought of as "space" is not a 
vacuous condition but is itself energy. If this is true then I am 
sure we can understand when it is said that the human body as well as 
all the untold billions of bodies in the vast starry realms was cre­
ated out of this space-substance. The human mechanism muy well be 
thought of as a sensitive point of energy, thut is capable of regis­
tering u given number of vibrations in what 5.s culled light and 
sound und heat and cold. Thnt these latter three a.re not three dif­
ferent things, but are one and the srune thing, and simply being re­
corded by u vuriety of organisms in a variety of ways. 
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All forms, or wha.t is called "things", have a field. The observ­
able is but an extension of that which is calle d the "unobse rvable 11

, 

and the former is classified a.s "sense" data, while the latter is 
the matrix out of which the "form" has come and in which it has its 
existence. This matrix or continuum of form is sometimes refe rred to 
as the 11 auric 11 light and ca n be s een with the use of a specially tre at­
e d piece of g l a ss called t he"Kilner scree n", and many people a.re cap­
able of seeing it with the naked eye unde r ce rtain conditions. Now 
l e t us take the seed of a pla nt, any pla nt. Setting this see d before 
us, we begin to se e it as something more tha n me re 11 s e ns e 11 datn, which 
in the pa.st led us to the erroneous be lie f that that which we obse rve 
is the thing-in- itself, We know now that this s eed we are gazing upon 
is made up of minute bodie s ca lled ce lls, and that each of these so­
ca lle d ce lls is me.de up of more minute "mole cula r" bodies. A n d 
these mole cule s in turn ar e but the grouping of still smalle r forms 
ca lle d atoms, and atoms consist of much smnller units called ele ctrons, 
protons, neutrons, etc . While modern scie nce refers to the latte r as 
simply "units of e ne r gy", it is known that that which is ca lle d e ne r­
gy consists of sub-atomic particle s. 

Now, as much a s the lay individual, as well as some scie ntific 
minds, may like to t a lk a.bout either matte r or e ne rgy as be ing particu­
late, the f a. ct is there is no such condition as a particle of matter, 
I hav e used the word mys e lf, but only as a means to express some 
ve ry abstra ct ide as in concret e form, That which is ma.thematically 
conside red as a particle is, for the s ake of conve nience , called a. 
stre ss or stra in of tha t which is ca lle d space , and srnce is a.n ex­
t ended fie ld of awa r e ness of all forms. It is this fie ld that Hindu 
psychology ca lls the Ce nte r of Creation a nd the awake ned Christian 
mystic r e f ers to a s God. The word God me ans II good" and the word 
good mea ns ba l a nce . It is in this fi e ld that with the force of con­
sciously dire ct ed thought the e ner gi e s of the bra in can come in rap­
port with the extende d fi e ld of a pla nt seed a nd stimula t e the see d 
into gr eat e r activity cu lled growth, 

Now let us co ns c iously direct a pr ayer for someone suffering a. 
diseas e of the body, a nd we will fi nd tha t pr actica lly the s ame con­
ditions t ak e place with the huma n body a s with the plant body. By 
that I mean the huma n body , like the plant body, is ce llular and 
is t he r e fore ope n to oe llula r breakdown. And whe n the co lls of an 
organism break down or die f aster than the body ca n r e pla ce them, one 
ha s a dis ease of some kind, This is as true of u pl e. nt as it is of 
a huma n. Howeve r, while the diff ere nce s be tween a plant und a. human 
a r e very gr eat, tre s e diffe r e nce s lie more in the abstract or exte nd­
e d world tha n in the concret e or world of appear a nce s. The human 
be ing is n self-governi ng unit, and ca n mt only r eason from c a.use to 
effe ct, but can net upon such thoughts. This ability not only s e ts 
him apa rt from a.11 of the r e st of creation, it makes him nt l east 
potentially Maste r and Crea.tor of wmt is commonly ca lle d existence. 
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(This la tte r stateme nt will be rejected by the masses in general and 
so-called Christians in particular, for it burdens them with r ospons i­
bilities that are fnr beyond their ability to handle .) B~t be caus e 
individua ls singly as we 11 as collectively have been m~nti,=i.lly con • 
ditioned to be lieve just the opposite to this, they have be come open 
to all manne r of a ilments and general misf'ortunes, and the ir suffe r­
ings are greatly enlarged upon by the simple but tragic fact that 
they know not the source of them. Such a person is like a man who, 
while standing in a room conta ining several othe r people, is placed 
under a deep hypnotic spell and given post-suggestion that whe n he 
awakens there will be no one in the room but himse lf, and taking this 
suggestion is quite unaware that the room still contains the same 
number of people as it did before he was hypnotized, and that now 
some of these people have needles and other sharp-edged instruments 
in their hands, and othe rs have feathers. Ever so often one of these 
with the sharp instruments sticks him or cuts him and just as he 
howls in pa in some one tickles him with a f eathe r which brings him a 
great deal of pleasure causing him to howl with laughter. T h i s 
hypnotized person knows that he is alt e rnate ly experiencing pain and 
pleasure but he is quite unaware of the origin of e ither. This rather 
deplorable situation has l ed him to a ll ma nne r of me nta l and physio• 
al gymnastics in his efforts to escape pa in. By ~nd l a rge ,however, 

the majority of such gymnastics that he puts himself through become 
a vicious circle that leads him right back into the f ace of that 
which he was madly arrl blindly seeking to escape, for t hey ar e predi• 
co. ted upon the the ory that "by drowning hims e lf in se nsual pleasure 
pain cannot touch him." What he f a ils to see is that pain a n d 
pleasure are simply two sides of the same coin and are the basio 
properties of life, so they cannot be run uway from. As true as 
this may be, there comes a time for most of us whe n we find ourse lves 
confronted by problems which we find we can ne ithe r run from nor face . 
What are we to do now? As a rule such a situation l eads many into 
what are called "inner conflicts" which in turn may in time lead to 
some form of orgo.nic disorder. An organic disorder means the re is a 
ce llular disturbance going on in that organ. A cellular disturbance 
implies the f act that a chemical cha nge is taking place in the ce ll 
structure that is not to the advantage of the organ as a whole. Such 
chemical changes as a rule take place by what may be called molecu­
lar disintegration, and molecular disintegration can take place only 
one way, a n:1 that is by some force of an extrane ous nature working 
upon that molecule and causing a ruptur e in the electro-magnetic 
fie ld that holds the molecule together. This menns the ce ll i s 
suffering an ene rgy leak. This extraneous force that I speak of as 
working on the molecular structure of the ce llula r body is called 
"mental" or "psychic" force . I do be lieve that we should now see 
quite cle arly how the mind lite r a lly attacks its physical se lf via 

the nervous system, and very often destroys its physica l machine in 
tho face of all who try to stop it;. Many doctors have found them­
se lves quite puzzled as to why their medicines und drugs hnve fail­
ed so oomplete ly in healing certain pntionts, while other patients 
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having the same ailments seem to respond to them almost right a.way. 
Thes e we 11-me a.niog medical people do not seem to be aware that that 
which shows itself a.s a physical ailment has its roots in ~he psyche, 
and a.re sown there by both conscious and unconscious emotiona l ntti­
tude s toward the experie nce called living, so the y s eek to destroy 
the ailment by the application of drugs to the ailment of appearance. 
This is like lopping off the tops of weeds a nd expe cting them not to 
grow any more . 

Psychintry and psychology s eem to dea l with the so-calle d "Uncon­
scious" of a person us though it wer e something he wa s born with, like 
a finger or a toe , and is tm re fore a product of the body. The truth 
is, a body is NOT born WITH nn unconscious s e lf but OUT of the Uncon­
scious, which means that the body is nn externalized expre ssion of 
the unconscious. The word "Unconscious", however, is large ly meaning­
less, for we live in nn ALL-conscious universe. Were this not so, no 
"Thing" could ha ve any contact with any other thing , and if there wns 
such a word ns prayer it would be without va lue . As it is, praye r is 
a "tuning" in of the physical self to its ment a l self or source of 
"Things". Unfortunate ly, most of us a.r e t a ught to be lieve we e r e s e p­
arate d from the Source of our own be ing at all times, other than when 
we are in t he act of making some kind of conscious supplication t o it, 
Tho f a.ct is, every create d thing is in c onst a nt contact with It, be -
ca use a ll sha pe s and forms are but extensions of rt. Whe n I make a 
conscious appe al to my "Hi gher" self or source of my physica l form to 
hea l the physica l forM of anothe r, I put since r e emotional f ee ling in­
to the ple a as I direct my thoughts towa rd that one. This consciously 
and inte llige ntly dire cte d emotiona l e ne rgy, on be ing dischar ged from 
me , onus e s a motion in what is calle d the Universal Mind, The Univer­
sal Mind is the matrix of a ll forms und shapes of wha t is cal 1 e d 
"Things". This "Motion" acts as a positive irnnge or idea in this Uni­
versal Mind. This positive thought not only brings about n change f or 
the bette r in the individual you have aime d your praye r at, but its 
e ffe cts a.re f e lt in varying degr ee s in all the created world . That is 
why it is s a id, "That whioh we do sha 11 come back to us a thousand 
fol d" a nd "Tha t which we think shall be thought of us. 11 

This cannot be construed a s a "Be Good" philosophy whereby you will 
get "Pie in the sky when you die . 11 I t is a. scientific f a.ct built on 
the lo.w of oe. us e and e ffe ct. The Uni ve rs a 1 Mind c o. r e s not one whit 
what It does or does not do --- The word caring is an emotiona l word 
and belongs to th e eg o - or physica l s e lf, The Universal Mind knows 
nothing about mora l laws as suohJ the se, too, a r e creations of the 
ego-physica l man to protect himself from his own primaeval nature 
which is highly emotiona l and negative . Not ne gative in itself, for 
nothing is negative or positive in itse lf, but is so by the na ture 
of its point of orig in, This means that good and evil or positive 
and negative a r e neve r any stronger than the ir source of birth,Proof 
of the l atte r stat ement is amply demonstra t e d by the failures, as 
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well as the successes of Rev. Franklin Loehr's group in their experi­
mental work with prayer. Many individuals say they believe this or 
that, yet they can neither get nor demonstrate required results from 
their asserted belief --- Why? Simply because it is only fheir body 
consciousness that is speaking through their lips. Their sense of 
belief is not incorporated in what is called the "Unconscious" self, 
meaning tre unconscious does not believe it, therefore it cannot help 
the body consciousness to demonstrate what it says it believes. 

However, the reverse is also true -- meaning there are many people 
whose unconscious knows the truth concerning certain things which their 
body-consciousness knows nothing of. However, wh~ther one knows a 
thing consciously or unconsciously, there is a law called the law of 
Boredom which operates in everything we attempt to do. Its action 
brings about a state of fatigue in us which is recognized by an ever­
increasing loss of interest in such things, and because I can see the 
shadows of said boredom beginning to show in the eyes of the reader, 
I will say ---"Thirty. 11

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MEMORANDUM OF IMPORTANCE 

As our friends and Associates know, we have maintained for years, 
partly though not wholly, on the autherity of the Mark Probert Con­
trols, that the UFO or aero forms are in their origin "etheric II con­
structs --- formed out of etheric matter by etherian technicians and 
scientists. 

This terminology seems to be the best available, but it is also a 
serious handicap. It introduces a term, (ether) which means little or 
nothing to the layman (apart from visions of the dentist's chair and 
operating room), h~a a. specialized meaning in metaphysics and occult­
ism, and another in scientific thinking. This obviously opens the way 
for almost hopeless confusion. 

This confusion is enhanced by radical differences of opinion among 
scientists -- and by the naive belief among some of these (the rela • 
tiviats) that no important difference of opinion can exist. This is 
no better, if not worse, than the complacent satisfaction over the 
solid bullet-like atom of a few decades past. 

Let us see if we cannot clari~J this situation a little, with a 
minimum of technical terms. Many basic misunderstandings hnve re• 
duced by critical studies to questions of semantics, and argument 
without preliminary definition is usually worse than useless. 

What does the word ether connote to the scientist? The concept 
developed, of course, as a sequal to the discovery that light hns a 
measurable velocity. It was something which "crossed space" and 
took time in doing so. And whether it was a wave or a particle, or 
even a waviole, it could not be any0 these in or of nothingness. Ac-
tion at a distance was simply not thinkable hence, the ether as 
a universal medium, a kind of substance or stuff or superstuff "fill­
ing al 1 space." 

The metaphysical bankruptcy of this concept is obvious, but that 
fact, fortunat e ly, is of no concern to science, where "every theory 
is a matter of convenience only." But it wus the scientists who 
invented this theory, and who eventually guve it over as untenable• 
The fact was that this hypothetical light-bearing (luminiferous) 
ether could not susta. in the burden put upon it. It would have to 
possess properties not those of any form of matter known to us. 

Experimental work (Michalaoo & Morley) seemed to prove either 
that the ether did not exist at all, or that the earth did not ro­
tate•- though perhaps leaving open the possibility of nn etheric 
enve lo:p3 rotating with it. It should be noted that the whole con­
cern was with the ether as a light-bearing 'stuff'. As a part of 
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the development of the relativity concept, including the theory of 
quanta, the velocity of light was ta.ken as being the maximum speed pos­
sible, and the one universal cosmic constant. 

The point with which we are concerned for the moment, is' simply that 
the relativists are now convinced (pro t8Ill, at least) that the whole 
idea and problem of the ether as a universal oosmic stuff, or filler 
of space, is unnecessary or non•existerrb. They seem further convinced, 
many of them, that tra re is no responsible opposition to this point 
of view. But there is, on the contrary, very definite and serious coQ­
flict of opinion, and in particular with reference to the velocity of 
light as being a maximum. This undermines a ma.in prop of r elativist 
theory and the re are signs of nn impending :revision. 

This, in barest outline, indicates the connotation of the word 
ether to the physicist -- whether pro or contra the existence of such 
a medium. It has, obviously and superficially, nothing whatever to 
do with "ether ic11 people and races and "space ships", and this lat­
ter use naturally makes no sense at all to anyone who is thinking 
only of modern physics from Lodge to Einstein and Max Planck. 

But there is and has been no lack of reputable thinkers who are 
quite unmoved by such scientific pronouncements. Since tho ether with 
which they are concerned is not necessarily luminiferous, the "speed" 
of light is not necessarily a constant nor a maximum, and the proper­
ties of the ether are sui generis and not those of matter or stuff as 
we commonly understand those terms. Whether the ether is "material" 
or not depends on the definition of the word matter. 

Nine-tenths of the futile argument now under wny is at cross-pur­
poses nnd does not concern the sa.re thing. But delimitation is the 
more difficult, simply because every scientific and mathematical con­
cept inevitably errl s in metaphysics; and because meta.physics itself 
is rooted in facts and experience and experiment -- and because all 
"truth" must for human thinking be free from contradictions, 

Now it happens that speculative thinking -- whether a.bout space 
warps or telekinesis or ethers or a 4th dimension -- has in our pres­
ent time been brought sharply to earth and practical application . The 
problem of the aeroforms and "space" people is not to be shrugged off­
-- nor is it to be met by "science" alone, nor by meta.physical dream• 
stuff only. That is because these two a.re one and inseparable, real• 
ly -- and that is the reason the two approaches must be clarified and 
separated in our thinkin~. 

What does the term ETHER mean when used differently -- that is, in 
a different type of thinking and among meta.physicians and occultists. 
I shall have to omit here the classical and philosophical usages, as 
well as many kinds and subdivisions of the ethers usually itemized in 
occult studies, and try for a generalized statement. Let me begin by 
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quoting the reply of a distinguished Theosophical scholar, Dr. G. de 
Purucker, when asked "What is the Theosophical interpretation of the 
Cosmic Ether?" 

"I think this can be safely said, that whatever the new discovery 
about the ether may be, or is supposed to be (1) some discovery 
has been made which proves that an ether of some kind exists , but 
probably not the old scientific idea of cosmic ether, and (b) that 
the tendency of science today is away from Einstein's former idea 
that an ether really is not needed, In this Einstein is quite 
wrong. It arose from the fact that the mathematical chopper gives 
you back just what you put into it. It is correct r easoning upon 
the premises laid down; mathematics never proves anything of the 
premises are imaginary or uncertain. 

"Now here is the main point of all I want to say: When scientists 
talk about an ether, the Theosophists constantly confuse the Theo• 
sophical idea with what the scientists mean. The scientific view 
of an ether has ranged all the way from a kind of gas , very dense 
and elastic perhaps but still physical matter, to something more 
subtil but still quit e physical; and they naturally wonder why , if 
such an ether exists , it does not affect the movement of planets 
and other bodies through it. But this is not our idea of a cosmic 
ether . Our idea of the ethe r is physical 'prakriti', or matter in 
its first or second, or even third or fourth states, counting down­
wards. We never mean physical stuff or a gas as the laboratory 
understands such terms. Scientists a r e right in r efusing to admit 
the existence of an ether of gas , but have been quite wrong in re­
fusing to admit an ether which is not matter in the physical sense­
yet it IS substance in the Theosophical sense, yet is not 'spirit'• 

"When I speak of a cosmic ether I do NOT mean something which has 
no substance , which is not stuff. I mean just the contrary. It is 
at once, physically speaking, almost spiritually tenuous, but yet 
is prakriti on our own cosmic plane. It is a mB.tte r in the Theo­
sophical sense, but not as scientists understand the word . It is 
not solid, liquid, or gaseous , and does not affect the motion of 
bodies through it, because the bodies ure grossly physical, (Or, 
like light and heat, it produces an effect too slight to be ob -
served.i" 

(NOTE: The Prakriti a.re cosmic elements out of which issue all tho 
materials and stuffs of the other planes. Since philosophy, and par­
ticularly science has an immens e technical vocabulary almost unintell• 
igible to the layman, the occultist should reasonably be permitted a 
few technical terms of his own subject, especially where no scientif• 
ic equivalents can be found.) 

The word ET.HER has u somewhat similar usage in OAHSPE - a for­
midable and unique work purporting to be (largely) a history and de• 
scription of etheric worlds and races, I quote a few sentencess 

(see next page-) 
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"For the substance of my etherean worlds I created Ethe, the most 
rarefied. I made Ether the most subtle of all created things, 
nnd gave to it the power to penetrate and exist within all things, 
even in the midst of the corporeal worlds •.•• In the All Highest 
places created I the etherian worlds •••• of e.11 shapes' und sizes, 
inhabitable both within and without ••• Think not, 0 man, that I 
created the sky a barren waste and void of use •.• so is man in 
his spiritual form adapted to the ethereo.n worlds •• •" (Oe.hspe 7 .. 
- 5, Book of Johovih). 

To return to tho occult usage: 

"Ether is one of the lower principles of what we call primordial sub­
stance (Akasha) • For the occultist both ether and primordial sub -
stance a.re realities •••. The Church has made of Ether the abode of 
her Satanic legions. The whole Hierarchy of them is there. 11 

( But 
the Church is right in this sense, that) the lower Ether is full of 
conscious, semi-conscious a.nd unconscious entities; only the Church 
has less power over them than over mosquitoes ••• All ancient na­
tions deified AEther in its imponderable aspect and potency •••• It 
is from the AEther in its highest aspect that sprang the first idea 
of a. perso~al creative Deity •.•. What is the primordial Chaos but 
AEther? -- not the modern ether.• •• The upper ether or Akasha is the 
mother of every existing form (s.D. l; 354 et pa.s.) 

11 S pace, interste llar, inter-planetary, inter-material, inter-organ­
ic, is not a vacuum, but is filled with a subtle 'fluid' or 'ga.s', 
which for want of a. better term we may call as the Ancients did 
Aithur - Solar Fire - 11.Ether. ?his pervades everything, Ether con~ 
neats sun with sun, planet with planet, man with man. Without it 
trere eould be no communication in this universe -- no light, no 
heat, no phenomenon of motion ••• (B.W. Richardson, FRS s.n. l, 
571 ff) 
"Stripped of its archaic formulae, Magic is found to rest on three 

fundamental axioms which can hardly be dismissed as ridiculous by 
those who listen respectfully to the ever-shifting hypotheses of 
psychology and physics: 

"The fir st axiom declares the existence of an imponderable medium 
or universal agent .••. beyond the plane of normal perception, inter­
penetrating and binding up the material world ••.• This doctrine of 
the 'Astral Plane' possesses a respectable ancestry and many prosper­
ous r e lations, a.nd may be detected under veils in the speculations 
of orthodox physics •••• A persistent tradition as to the e xistence 
of such a plane of being or of consciousness is found all over the 
world, in Indian, Greek, Celtic, Egyptian a.nd Jewish thought •••• 

"'As an 'universal agent' it becomes the possible veh icle of hypno­
tism, telepathy, cl&'\.rvoyance a.n:l other phenomena of psychical re­
search, The second axiom of magic has a curiously modern a.ir, for 
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it postulates simply the limitless power of the disciplined human will .. , 
l • 

the pcm er of religions res ides entirely in the inflexible will of those .: 
who practice the~u.,. 

(Underhill, Mysticism, 154 ff) 

Not necessary that the existe nee of an ether ( or ethers) be validatec:J 
by scientific data and reasoning, unless it is first postulated that th~ 
ether under discussion be a material stuff, in thE;} sense in which mat- · 
ter is understood in the sciences. Either the definition of' matter 
must be greatly enlarged, or the ether must be dealt with as an axis • 
tent sui generis. On the other hand I nothing in our world can •reauy r 
be dealt with in that way, a.s if' isolated and the ether must be postu- · 
lated a.s a. kind of' source and substratum for the material world as we 
perceive it. It is therefore continually before us in a thousand f'onne, 
visible and invisible, and is active. ted by innumerable rays and emana• • 
tions, of which we as yet catch faint intimations only. 

Ether ic matter is then a correct express ion, in the sense that it is 
capable of continually or instantly transmuting into matter a.s defined 
by our senses, and so becoming visible and tangible. This transmuta­
tion is brought about by an alteration or conversion of' vibratory fre­
quencies, It is possible because at bottom all worlds and planes e.re 
one, and our own visible world is etheric in its source and original 
nature. It is a.n Emergent, like the whole of the perceptible uni • 
verse• and the aerof'orms app:iar and disappear and pass through each 
other• back and forth across the borders of manifestation in accord 
with the frequencies employed by them. Because of' its enormous dens i­
ty, etheric substance or stuff (shall we say, to a.void the word matter) 
responds instantly to the guiding force of will, desire, and imagina­
tion. (Yet the etheric craftsmen us e machines and apparatus in pro -
duoing their 'ships' - and for the srur.e r eason that we do - because 
that is the eas iest way for them to work. But the machines and a.ppe.re.• 
tuses are themselves produced by the energy of thought.)

.An Absurd Speculation: 
If as is taught in certain 'revised' cosmolog­

ies, the etheric zones of Terra are concentric with her, then the 
greatest height of etheric mountains would be represented by the 
greatest depths of our seas. Going outward or upward from Earth's 
center we come first to the Etherian summits. What of a projected 
missile? Would it rise 1upward 1 in its own frequency, through the 
'ground' or 'earth' of the etheric region - and then at the end of its 
flight fall backward into etheric 'ground' or 'earth' and so vanish?

a). Many think one can attract the attention of another by looking 
intently at the latter. Amulets are sold in many places in Europe 
to ward of the 11 evil eye 11 of certain persons and demons. The occult­
ist believes the body is surrounded by an aura of vaporous mater­
ial of some sort. There is a saying prevalent in America that 
flowers will wilt more quickly when worn by some women than by others. 
Then, there is telepathy relating to the transmission of thought. 

b~ Scientists have classed all these as superstitions until recent­
ly, but now conclude that they have a sound basis in fact. Herbert 
Spencer once said that 'nothing, no matter how fantastic, that the 
mind of man could conceive, but has its feet upon reality. That be­
lief going back many centuries could not be dismissed as superstit­
ion. They were the results of personal observations of natural phe­
nomena by many thousands of minds in many generations.' 

c) At a meeting @f the American Association for the Advancement of 
Science, at Syracuse, New York, Professor Otto Rahn of Cornell Uni­
versity reported finding that yeast cells such as are used in making 
bread, can be killed by a person looking intently at them for a few 
minutes. The yeast cells were placed on a glass plate and held close 
to the eyes while the person looked through the e lass at them. Pro­
fessor Rahn explains that special rays are emitted from the eyes. 
Also, for several years scientists have been reporting that living 
things produce ultraviolet rays. They were first found coming from 
working muscles, then in the blood and in carcinoma. 

d) The finger-tip rays of several persons at Cornell killed yeast 
readily. The tip of the nose was found to be a fine ultraviolet tube. 
Then came the eye. Human rays are not always harmful. From some per­
sons t hey are beneficial to tiny plants. There seems to be no diff­
erence in the kind, but the volume differs. When this is large, the 
rays are lethal to yeast. The same person emits it at different 
rates, and may be 'killing' at one time and benign at another. The 
right hand appears to radiate more than the left, even in left­
handers. Dr. Rahn said human rays are short, about 200 angstroms. 
This is shorter than sunshine ultraviolet reaching the earth, and 
shorter than most therapeutic ultraviolet lamps. 

e) About ten years ago Alexander Guerwitsch discovered t hat onions 
gave off rays capable of affecting t he growing of other onions and 
the virility of yeast cells. This radiated energy has been found to 
come from many kinds of living tissue. 

Dr. and Mme. J. Magrou, of the Paste.ur Institute, Paris, found 
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that these rays could affect the growing of plant rootlets and certain 
bacteria. Dr. A. Naville showed this energy could injure the surface 
of the eye of a frog. Dr. D.N. Borodin detected this energy from 56 
different kinds of living matter. 
g) These body rays seem to be given off most strongly by the part of 
the body which are replaced most rapidly, such as the palms of the 
hands and the soles of the feet, It is to be noted also, that these 
same surfaces give the greatest skin changes in the psychogalvanic re -
sponses. The tops of the fineers are very strong emitters of this ener­
gy. It has been suggested that this is the reason for the popularity of 
1kissing'. The back gives off the least energy and the abdomen and 
chest slightly more. The sex organs in both sexes and breasts in women 
emit these rays quite strongly. 

'h) The first scientific proof that there is a personal electric field, 
a sort of electrical aura, within and in the air around a living body, 
was announced to the Third International Cancer Congress. The report 
was made by Dr. Harold s. Burr of Yale, and he explained how it opens 
a new field for the study of cancer ... 

i) Human eyes are powerful electric batteries. This discovery,show­
ing that each eyeball is an independent battery, was announced in 1938 
by Dr. W. R. Miles of Yale University. Each eye produces a current of 
about a thousandth of a volt - an energy equal to that of the heart -
beat. Many eyes average one-hundreth of a volt; one gave two-hundredth 
of a volt. The electrical potential of an eye varies with at least 
some diseases, both eye troubles and general ... The fact that eyes 
produce electricity has been known to science since 1860, when it was 
discovered in frogs; but the source of this power, its variations and 
its high power in human beings, is little known. 

j) Scientists for a time thought the movement of the eye produced 
the current, but Dr. Miles showed that a person with a glass eye, al­
though able to move the eye with regular ocular muscles, gave off no 
current from his artificial optic. 

k) The eyeball, like an ordinary battery, has two poles. The front of 
the eye, at the pupil, is positive; the back of the eye·ball is negative. 
This Dr. Miles demonstrated by pasting fine electrodes on the flesh be­
beside the eyes, and having his experimenters roll their eyes from side 
to side and up and dovm ...
