The foregoing title and by-line, with two pages of transla­
ted paragraphs, appeared in Olips, Qu9tes, & Connnents G-1 of Nov. 
1st, 1956. If anything of our culture survives these haunted 
decades,the philosophic historian will no doubt try to inte -
grate the fraements, and of these the visitation of the space 
people will not be the least, both for significance and enter­
tainment. From this point of view Flying Saucers Uber Sud -
Africa may well take rank as a pioneer work, and forerunner of 
a sane and critical literature yet to come.

Issue No. 1 crone out in Nov. 1955, as a 
six-page mimeographed publication, cauti1usly feeling around 
for interested readers. Today, with No. 12 in tne mail, Wel­
traumbote ( 11 Space Hessenger 11 ) is an excellent 18-page printed 
!Ila{;azine of about 3000 copies monthly, still ably edited by 
Herr Ra.:;az, who will not accept more than a six-month sub -
scription. Let us take a quick look at No. 11 from last Octo­
·ber and see what's news. Peculiar creatures, tall and hair -
covered, roaming the glacier El Macon in northern .Argentina. 
These appeared over a year ago, after an earthquake. Human­
like ·but gigantic . 'iias it an earthquak9 or, as the natives 
maintain, the crashing of a huge cigar--shaped craft? Pict­
ures of 'flying cigars' have appeared in the Argentinian 
press - and of a flat disc over Fidji Islands on August 2 -
another one two weeks earlier had portholes. And a jet 
plane pursues a disc over a Swiss t own on Ma¥ 13 - there was 
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a vertically flying cigar over Buenos Aires on June 29 - red sau­
cer with blue vapor trail, July 11, over Pakistan - many French 
reports - saucer at Katmandu, S. We pal, August 6 - Radar and vis­
ual observation at Copenhagen, Denmark, Sept. 4; 2,000 m,p ,h. at 
16,000 feet - Railroad signal trouble all over Sweden, blamed on 
sunspots, Sept. 9 - "Le Courrier Interplanetaire" (also f ·r om 
Switzerland) reports that inhabitants of several planets have 
erected OP3ration•s bases on earth, notably in the Antarotic, 
and Wilbur Smith of Shirley's Bay fame has been in radio contact 
with them - spark and lightning-throwing UFO over Zurioh on Aug, 
19 - and much more. 

While still in Switzerland, let• s mention the "Information 
Paper of the UFO Work Group, Basel, Nadelberg 31 (in German, mim• 
eo about four pages). 

Now a qui~k jump to Holland. Here a group of people has formd 
to give the Dutch public the truth about "saucers" as best they 
can, They express themselves in a handsome mimeographed magazine 
called PLATIVOLO, For further information write to Mr. A,F. van 
Wieringen, Amsterdam, Churchill•laan 272. 

Dulmen, Germany - Here, in the town of archives, is a small 
history from the year 1669, pretending to cover events in Ger -
many, France and England. In it, the following: "In the year 
1591 and the day of the Holy Martyr Georgy, Patron Saint of Eng• 
land, trere appeared in the air above Norfolok three oiroles, 
ea.oh of which showed a sun in its center. The oirole or sphere 
in the middle oarried a smaller circle within itself and in its 
center appeared the cross of St, Andrew." 

Vis its To the Question Of Vis its from Spe.oe - that is 
from Space • the sub-title of the most remarkable "saucer" 

book so far published - unfortunately in German, 
Its real title is Flying Saucer uber Sudafrika, somewhat of a 
misnomer; for, if you took all the "saucer" reports from South 
Afrioa that the author, Edgar Sievers, a born South Afrioan, has 
included in this book and put them end to end, you get some six 
or eight pages of printed sighting material. Hardly enough to 
satisfy the "fan", that peculiar critter who collects - and swaps, 
like stamps or match oovers • "saucer" sighting reports, hoping 
to prove, some day, by the clippings in his file and the pins in 
his maps that "saucers" not only exist, but that THIS variety and 
THAT color come from THERE, another shape and shade from else -
where, and a third group, bless •eml from the Atomic Energy Com­
mission, Therefore, Sievers' book will not appeal to the super• 
ficial ~Inds among e:erial phenomena adherents and it is not ad• 
dressed ·to them. 
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The author says in the introduotion that his work is not a 
soientifio paper acMressed to a few oapaoious orania, but that h9 
oould not do without the subjeot of soienoe, hoping that average 
human intelligenoe might follov, him to the le.st page, The bigg • 
est part of the science that had to be paraded out for us, deals 
with the workings of the human mind, The barrier that separates 
us physically from the beings in space ships is not their inabil­
ity to walk and breathe on earth, but rather, our psychological 
inability to accept them as fact, Or, in the author's words: 
"Men live on other planets, With this perception something un­
believable, tremendous and unrecognizable crashes into our feel­
ing and thinking, So it becomes unavoidable to examine how we 
might adjust ourselves to the new fact. By oritioal contempla• 
tion of prospeots and possibilities in our tiin.e, we come upon 
the only treasure: the inner and everlasting values in man, 
These values have been expressed again e.~ again, now and long 
ago, in all the histories of humanity, as wisdom and truth -
hence, one oould term them oolleotively 'Arohaeosophy'. We 
realize now that the extra-terrestrial beings, therefore, par­
take of these truths; thus, they must be 'universal truths'• 
This necessary insight quickly supplies the answer to the ques·•· 
tion why YsaucerY people do not yet land on earth for ALL to 
see," 

Propulsion and 
Pe.rapsyoholo~y -

The important question of the "saucers" 
propulsion method leads the author into 
levitation by way of a study of convention­

al anti-gravitio work, and into the field of para-psychology. 
However, he does not conclude, as you may assume from my using 
the term levitation so close to propulsion, that the power 
source for 11 sauoers" is beyond our apprehension; nor is this 
power any form of atomic energy. In his own words: 11 

- the 
question was propulsion. This put us face to face with the 
problem of elimination of gravity, We examined levitation and 
the trans•sensorial enigma how mind might affect the material 
or its energy forms, We found at first that mind-intellect, 
or thought, was not capable of doing so; that thought might 
conceivably be a starting lever or button with which something 
within us, possibly within our brain, becomes a field-exciter. 
By way of fields - characteristicallys polarized action - these 
phenomena (i.e., levitation, etc.) may be oreated. The obser• 
vation that mind and matter seem to have a readily interchang• 
able function, stimulated us and, based thereon, we used a 
hypothetical formula - in this oase one of Professor Rhine's -
as starting point for our examinations. This led us by way of 
the parapsychQlogical phenomena of levitation, telekinesis and 
psychokinesis to a Natural Field Theory that helped us, we hope, 
to an acceptable presentation and temporary interpretation of 
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these phenomena. Then we round it conceivable that we might, one 
day, learn to understand more and more about such polarized func­
tions upon matter, finally reaching a point where they might be 
created artificially; i.e., to produce by technological ,pro -
cesses field-exciters and put them to useful work for us, one of 
their tasks, of course, to be elimination of gravity for purposes 
of controlled flight." 

Sievers, like this writer alao, feels that at this stage noth­
ing, or very little additional, may be accomplished by mere obser­
vation and notation of 11 saucers 11 in flight and their subsequent 
recording in voluminous, dry and repetitious files. To gain more 
insight, he turns his attention to those humans who have claimed 
contact with space people - a much neglected field of research, 
but a far more lively one than pasteing press clippings into 
'scrapbooks. About 100 pages - almost ohe quarter of the book~ -
are devoted to our fellow-men who felt compelled to tell their 
tales of cont acts with "planet ides", the author's collective 
term for our unimaginative "saucer pilots". I'll not broadcast 
the verdict Siever reaches, lest I take the fun out of your read­
ing. But, I'll say, he raises a very good point with which the 
veracity of Adamski's adventure of November 20, 1952, may be 
amplified or rejected entirely, to give you a small sample. 

Arlameki tells w that during his encounter with a man from 
Venus on that date, US.AF planes appeared on the scene. If I 
quote correctly, one plane ·made several low-altitude passes. 
While Adamski :'spoke" with the Venusian, a number of other 
planes circled high overhead. Now, it is perfectly obvious that 
USAF pilots and observers manned those planes and were, in fact~ 
attracted to the scece by events on the ground; provided, of 
course, that Adamski spoke the truth when he reported A,."" planes 
overhead on this, for him, so eventful a day. So, here we have, 
perhaps, another handful of witnesses. Some, very likely, oper­
ated photographic equipment. Their reports must be in the USAF 
files, somewhere. Thus, if one had access to ~hese files, one 
might prove - or disprove - George Adamski's claims. 

Over in Austria there is published a monthly magazine for 
spiritual light a~d life, now in its eighth year, called Das 
Geistige Reich. From this publication, numerous magazine and 
newspaper accounts, a booklet called Implosion Versus Explosion, 
by Leopcld Brandstatter and Spiritual Life (a German-language 
monthly edited by Felix Schmidt, Box 5666, Cleveland l, Ohio) 
I like to reoonstruct for you what is known about Victor Schau­
berger of Austria and his inventions. If anything has ever been 
published in this country in the English language about Schau­
berger, it hns not come to ~ attention. So, perhaps, we have 
here a "scoop" for ROUND ROBIN. 
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Sohauberger realized very early, around 1900, that man pro -
greased technologically by oonquering and defeating Nature. From 
the start of the so-called Incustrial Revolution, some 200 years 
ago, to this very day Man and his soienoe has sought to outsmart, 
beat, destroy or otherwise work against Nature, oulminating in 
nuolear energy • . The quest for energy was, and is today more 
than the cause of it all. It is inconceivable in our culture 
to live without energy. Wars have been fought over it and if' 
you will but look at your paper today, you must realize that oil -
and who controls it• is the motivating factor behind the Egypt­
ian "trouble". Oil in itself, of course, is not energy; i t 

,must be burned to give energy: heat. Note that all forms of 
:modern energy are derived at by burning something - wood, ooal, 
oil, gas and uranium ( if' you oan speak of "burning" here). The 
heat so created drives all our known machinery. This system is, 
admittedly, not only woefully inefficient, but it destroys raw 
pi.aterials at an ever-increasing pace, while polluting at the 
$ame time our air, land and water at an alarming rate. The 
quest £or raw materials, of course, leads to exploitation, prof• 
iteering, monopolies, international pressure groups and every 
~o otten - "when the time is right" - to war. Thus, the pursuit 
of energy, as we practice it, is materially and morally wrong. 

According to Sohauberger explosion or expansion, i.e., energy 
from heat, is wrong and against the laws of Nature; it is waste, 
inetfioienoy, pollution, destruction, sickness and death. He 
proposes an opposite soience of energy by oontraotion or "im­
plosion", as he calls it - i.e •. energy by cooling, working oor• 
reotly with Nature; not wasting or destroying. but building upJ 
bot pollution, but cleansing; not sickness and death. but health 
.,na eternal life. Sounds most utopian, doesn't it? Fortunately, 
Sohauberger is NOT an utopian theorist looking for a sponsor to 
fi nanoe oonstruotion of a working model. He has built numerous 
~odels and proved his point conclusively. He is NOT looking for 
Ijioney, he has friends who help him. He is NOT out to sell his 
invention to the highest bidder. But he wants to give - for a 
small feel - Implosion Emrgy to any and all nations in the world 
!'RCVIDED it is NOT USED FOR PURPOSES OF WARt L There is the oatohl 
the blueprint for Implosion Energy has been deposited with the 
United Nations. What are we waiting for? I think I knowt At -
yention, all you people who have condemned atomic power for war 
or peace without benefit of a substitute energy; that energy is 
available right now. It is Sohauberger's Implosion Energy, dia• 
magnetism, 

In oonoluding, let me state that in 1940 Victor Schauberger 
has flown successfully hat or bell-shaped ore.ft utilizing dia• 
magnetismJ that they were made largely from copper; that they 
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were, in fact, anti-gravitio flying machines; that they gave off 
various shades of colored light - oold lightL as part of their 
method of propulsion; that in 1940 "flying saucers" were not 
known to 99c9"/o of the population that was just being herded in­
to another major conflict; that, if your Director so desires and 
the interest is there from the readers, this writer will try and 
elaborate about implosion and d ia•magnetism in a future article.

To the foregoing pages, our Associate Hans

He was born in 1916 in Luderitzbuoht, in the 
former German colony of South West Africa; he attended school 
there and in Germany, studied philosophy, psychology, law, econ­
omy and journalism at the University of W'urzburg.

Ando lo: First, our laws for"bid us to interfere in any way with 
the life plan of any entity. We cannot bring about a 

physical death wittingly under any circumstances. Everything 
must proceed in its universal plan, which we are bound to carry 
out. However, the dark ones do not live by our laws, but prey 
upon mankind freely, seeking vehicles for themselves by any meth-
od they know. They do not hesitate to bring about the 11 death 11 of 
an entity if it serves their purpose. We have nothing to gain or 
lea.vn by taking your machines; such actions are meaningless to us. 
Not so the dark ones, however. They have several r easons for the 
1abduction 1 of planes and crews. First, they may desire the actual 
physical material of which the machine is constructed, for purposes 
of their own which don't concern you at the moment, Secondly, they 
may desire the entities in the planes for purposes of their own, 
regarding which I shall presently tell you nothing . Thirdly, they 
may desire both these first two things in combination, The advance­
ment in fli ght of earthmen is moving steadily toward the 3500 mph 
Which is t he limit of their present attainment. They are interest­
ed in seeing what you are doing and how you are doing it. This in­
creasing rnasteru of the science of fli ght, soon to make extra 
l arge forward steps, is concerning them greatly. All this is a 
little beyond your present understanding but eventually you will 
piece it all together and know the whole truth. 
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1 (With what you know and have on hand this may fit into the 
mosaic quite well, and I am inclined to accept the explanation 
of seeking the actual physical material as being a valid one. 
After all, could they not convert such matter to their o:wn use 
by raising its vibratory rate by some process which we don't un­
derstand? 

1 In conclusion let me state that I believe, altho I don't know, 
that the boys from downstairs utilize water for the propulsion 
of their craft. How they do it, I'm not sure, but I am on to the 
basic reason. The blue and white and bluish-white lights are 
the results of burning water broken doim into the hydrogen and 
oxygen of which it 1 s constituted. In the form of steam I be -
lieve they utilize the lifting power of the levity field which 
is the polaric opposite of the gravity field, It is a method 
we ourselves coul~ use within a few months to reach vast alti -
tudes if only we could retrace our steps to realizing that sim­
plicity is the k:eynote of efficiency in propulsion as in every­
thing else. But then, have we not too many millions tied up in 
that stinking, clanking monstrosity, the gasoline engine. Re -
call that in all the thousands of sighting reports only one 
really intelligent action has been performed by the 4ccupants of 
the •saucers' witnessed by ordinary physical people; viz., they 
have been seen stealing water (Steep Rock Lake, Ontario}. And 
these were not Etherics, but 'little green men ... , (This is mere-
ly my present personal conjecture, .. ). 11 TJ.

The Foroe of Gravitation is one of the most mysterious natur­
al phenomena with whioh man has to oontend - and he must oontend 
with it all his life. Whether he is freed from gravitation at 
"death" is a question we will not attempt to answer here - but 
it is an exciting one to ponder. How long before birth t ·h e 
Foroe of Gravity affects an individual we oannot say, but cer­
tainly gravitation is one of the energies plaguing - and help• 
ing - mankind during his entire physioal earthly stay. 

Orthodox science has done little so far to aid us in over• 
coming this harassment - when we wish to overcome it - or to 
help us to understand it. Gravitation appears to oast its in• 
f'luenoe even over the very "hear·bs" of atoms - their nuclei. It 
is possible, as we oome to understand these nuclei better, they 
will seem to resemble the "souls" of the atoms more than their 
hearts L 

Many have written in ROUND ROBIN concerning different phases 
of gravitation. Each of these art~cles has been enlightening. 
Each has added the sparkle of another facet to an already daz• 
a ling stone• We would like to annex two more sparkles • 

The first has to do with science's newest high-powered, high­
speed entity, the nautrino. The neutrino is considered a "sol• 
id" particle somewhere between 20 and 800 times smaller than 
an eleotron, An electron is already so small some millions of 
them could rest on a pin··head and not cover it too deeply\ So, 
the neutrino is rather tiny, but it may turn out to be the most 
important thing in the Universe, 

Small though it may be, it is powerful and of great stamina.. 
Science has now corn~red this elf and taken its picture - or 
rather, a picture of where it passed, 

The neutrino zips through centers of intense heat, like a 
aunts diameter or an H0 bomb explosion, and remains unaffected. 
This is not the case with any other known atomic particle. It 
is estimated a solid wall of lead reaohing from the earth to 
the center of the Milky Way, would not stop the neutrinot To 
stop one, a shield of lead 200 million, million miles thiok 
would be necessary. 
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One of the reasons this midget partiole is so powerful is 
that it oarries no eleotrical oharge - either positive or nega• 
tive - therefore it is not attracted to, or shunted from, un -
like or like charges of electricity existing in the atom& it 
passes through. With all this on its oredit side, the neutrino 
aots a good bit like the Force of Gravitation in many respects. 
In addition, science appears to see indications that there is 
another "something" here too. For lack of a better name they 
have tentatively called it the "antineutrino". 

Conjeoture has it that probably when the neutrino and an anti­
neutrino meet, the result is a tremendous explosion• tremendous 
in proportion to the size of these two, of oourse. They anni -
hilate each otheri If they were the size of a golf ball and 
met, they would make an H-bomb explosion look silly. The results 
of this meeting and explosion may generate "gravitational waves" l 

The neutrino - like Spring • "is busting out al 1 over" - all 
the time. As Nature appears to abhor anything• however small• 
existing by itself, and at the same time "ruling the roost", it 
does not seem out of line to suspect the existence of the anti• 
neutrino in quantities. This would keep the neutrino in its 
place. At the same time it might prevent all matter and energy 
from eventually being sacrificed to this ''avid little scoundrel'£ 

It does not -seem too fantastic to assume the neutrino plays 
the same role in respect to the field of gravitation as the 
electron plays to electromagnetic fields. 

11 Electrinos", the outer shell of atoms, are known to emit 
eleotromagnetic waves. For the neutrino to emit a II gravity 
wave" on oollis ion with the antineutrino • if such exists -
does not appear beyond reason. 

If there are no particles, or "somethings" like ant 1 • 
neutrinos• though olues of them appear to exist - then we can 
only conclude all energy and matter eventually will be fully 
consumed to produce neutrinos for they are made every second 
in unimaginable numbers~ This seems a rather ignominious fate 
for everythingl 

Neutrinos are believed to always move in straight lines, 
passing through planets, regardless of their size, as swiftly 
and as easily ~s through space - unless, of course, they en­
counter antineutrinos. As of present knowledge we can assume 
the neutrino's flight is not curved toward large massive bod­
ies of matter in space as light rays are believed to be, henoe 
it would seem to follow that the neutrino is not affected by 
the Foroe of Gravitationl 
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Most neutrinos which the earth reoeives are thought to stream 
from our sun. They come with at least the speed of light, per­
haps faster, All glowing stars are indicated as neutrino .- pro­
ducers. So ienoe believes "the little ones" oome to us from our 
sun's center as a result of the same nuclear reaction which 
makes a sun shine, Between six and eight per cent of the total 
energy released by a highly glowing star is in this transcend-
ent fonn, Even at night, though our sun is hidden from our view, 
the neutrino-stream does not slacken because they rocket through 
the earth as if it were not there, As far as has been determined, 
the neutrino simply does not know what solid(?) matter isl 

Thus does gravitation's irradiance grow. Perhaps the kaleido• 
scopic lights of this strange entity will form a ghost who will, 
in turn, harden into a theory which can ultimately be applied. 

A second sparkle on the stone of gravitational force oomes 
from Mr. Hugh A. Brown, 40 years an electrical engineer, He 
lives in Douglaston, New York, Mr, Brown will be remembered by 
ROUND ROBIN readers for his long research into the growing ice 
oap in the Antarctic, and his resulting theory that unless stopped 
this ice oap might swing the earth to a new axis amid a deluge 
which would wipe out oivilizationt (ROUND ROBIN xi-3; Sept.-Oct •, 
l95f: -- "Will The Earth Do A Flip?") 

Mr. Brown's ideas of gravitational force are different than 
those above, But if we are to come to any"right" conclusion on 
anything we must first consider all material obtainable. It is 
often very easy to reach an opinion ~r we ignore but one faot 
very difficult. if all facts are weighedL 

Mr. Brown's treatise, from which we will excerpt, was deliver­
ed to the Gravity Day Conference, August 18, 1956. The Confer­
ence was sponsored by the Gravity Research Foundation, New Boston, 
New Hampshire, This Foundation was establi3hed by Mr, Roger W. 
Babson, noted economist, and is perpetuated by him. The Founda­
tion is interested in collecting and filing for reference, all 
data on gravitational force. Those delving into this subjectmay 
consult its collection of material at the Foundation's headquart­
ers free of charge. Also, the Foundation sponsors an essay con­
test nearly every year. Any phase of gravity research or thought 
may be treated with not more than 1500 words, The first three 
prizes are very substantial. Copies of winning essays for past 
years may be obtained from the Foundation at small cost. It is 
believed this institution is the only one of its kind in the 
world, which makes it the more important. 
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Mr. Brown's thesis reads in parts "Gravity is not an at -
traction of materials for materials. Newton's FirstLaw of 
Motion would be -untrue if the force of gravity were an innate 
attraction between materials. That Law statesa •A body at 
rest or motion will continue in a state of rest or motion un­
less aoted upon by some outside force.' 

"The erroneous 'Attraction of Gravity' theory assumes an 
innate force of attraction residing in all materials. The 
facts of nature disprove the theory of attraction. 

"If' the force of gravity were an attraotion between masses, 
then all of the heavenly bodies would crash together in one 
grand collision. This is one of the many facts of nature which 
dispr~ the theory of attraction of masses, 

"For an understanding of gravity as being eleotrio repulsion, 
imagine we have a laboratory with still, dry air, and in it we 
have suspended from the ceiling, by silk threads, within a five­
foot circle, seven pith balls, varying in diameter from one to 
four inches, and they are all the same height from the floor. 
Now, imagine we rub a oat's fur on glass to produce separation 
of positive and negative electricity, and we touch each pith 
ball with the electrified oat's fur. The pith balls will no 
longer be suspended in a vertical plumb line, but each thread 
will assume an angle to the others, and the pith balls move 
away from each other by electrical repulsion, because all are 
charged on thejr surfaces with the~ kind of electricity. 

"Again imagine that pith ball number eight, which we will 
call earth, is similarly rubbed with the electrified cat's fur 
and then lowered slowly, on a silk thread, into the center of 
the other seven spheres. We will notice all the other pith 
balls will move away to make room for the new one. Each will 
move a distance depending on the intensity of its eleotrifi• 
cation. They will never touch one another unless external 
force is applied. 

"Now imagine threo , or four gamma ray produo ing machines 
are lined up, at random, surrounding the pith balls, on the 
same level, and gamma rays are shot at the pith balls. The 
relative force of gamma rays has been demonstrated by Dr. R.A. 
Milliken. He found they are stopped by water and lead in a 
ratio of one to eleven, which is the same ratio as their weights. 
Vfoights are caused by incoming photons, quanta, and cosmic reys, 
which have an analogy to gamma rays. 

"When the pith balls are struck by the gamma rays the impact 
will be uneven or irregular and some of the pith balls will 
start to rotate, and may be caused to move; but will always 
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keep the other spheres, oharges with like eleotrioity, at arm's 
length, Now if we imagine the eight pith balls represent the 
planets of our solar system, we get an idea of why the planets 
stay apart and why they rotate. All celestial spheres are 
assumed to be charged with the same kind of eleotricity, just 
like our pith balls, 

"The relative position of the planets in space is established 
by statio eleotrioal repulsion, as demonstrated by the pith ball 
experiment. The rotation of the planets is oaused by dynamic 
eleotrical repulsion, created by the impaot of quanta, photons, 
cosmic rays and meteoric dust, which are known to continually 
assault the earth in tremendous volumes, 

"With this clear understanding of the electrioal forces 
which hold the earth in its position in celestial space and the 
eleotrical forces which cause the earth's rotation, a new ap• 
proach to understanding what the force of gravity really oon • 
sists of, becomes an open book to scientists endeavoring to 
harness the force of gravity for economic uses•" 

The power of an H•bomb is dispersed in a few moments - and 
most of that which its energy threw into the atmosphere comes 
back again to earth by the Force of Gravitationt 

Gravitation - whatever it may be - is a powerful agent oon• 
stantly plying its trade, If we oan learn to "screen" it we 
have more potency at out fingertips than our wildest dreams 
can conjure. 

The Force of Gravitation leaves no lethal radiations as 
does atomic energy. It has no fatal "waste materials" we 
must dispose of -- where?? Perhaps we have bet on the wrong 
horse - power,

As with most borderline researchers in the U.S.A., whether 
genuine or self-deluded or deliberately false (and of' the latter 
there are far too manyl), Mr. Brown has not been able to get any 
proper govermnental investigationJ in fact, he has been declared 
fraudulent by the authorities without any signs of investigationl 
He says, 11Vfhy are certain groups turning a deaf ear••. is it be­
cause the 1BI.Cell 1s acceptance would cause an overthrow of' many 
existing practices?

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its invariable search tor artificial solutions, its reliance on 
researoh with the inanimate (dead) instead of the animate (alive)? 

turing his spare time he is working in his home-laboratory 
and eventually perfected a semi•colloidal fog dispersion - a pro­
to - plasmic solution. Thereupon he sold his business and com -
menoed seed tests, He then prepared cultures from semi-carbon• 
ized vegetation from the extraordinarily fine plants and upon 
viewing a smear of the culture through the microscope saw living 
nuclei. With care the cells transmuted themselves into motile 
ones, dividing and feeding, reproducing two or three times each 
24 hours. Notwithstanding apparent success with Unicellular re• 
production he realized that the real goal lies in a multicellu­
lar discovery. Then followed a P3 riod of four years of dismal 
failure during which a myriad experiments were tried, a hundred 
research avenues explored - until in December, 1950, the 'B'-Cell 
first appeared• 

The newly isolated Cell has ummistakably reached a higher 
state of life. It was crystalline in appearance and 'each oell 
of a culture was developing an 'umbilical cord' in one to three 
days• Through that oord each emitted nuclei colonies of "mother" 
cells• These reproduced "daughters" who became mothers, and so 
forth.

It was then asked: nWhat is it that immunizes the treated 
plant to pests?" After a year of further study the following 
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phenomena were observed: 
1. Flashes of bluish-white light (photons?) visible in nat­

ural sunlight occurred within the walls of the jewel-like organ­
isms. · Was this natural •atomic energy' at work? 

2. The oell disclosed a complete band spectrum travelling 
from the ultra-violet (main energy source) and passing through 
all the colours into the deep reds, The cell was emitting all 
the normal and observable colours or wavebands of light~ 

3. In its evolutionary process the cell was turning a beam 
of polarized light to the left and the right until it emerged 
in a state of equilibrium (i.e., dextro and laevorotatory aon• 
figuration,) 

Mr. Brown suggests that these faots may explain the cell's 
power to destroy parasites as v.ell as to promote growth. He 
has now prepared a matrix for the oells, so that they can eas­
ily be sold as a useable preparation, The matrix comprises a 
small block of porous cement impregnated with the culture. He 
claims that such a matrix can energize a gallon of water which 
can then be used on crops, and also that providing the gallon 
can is 1topped:up 1 as used, and the matrix left in it, the 
fresh water will, in its turn, become energized, 

People who have eaten crops treated by the cells and who 
have drunk water impregnated with the culture (usually by ac• 
cident) have reported a strange increase in physical and men­
tal heal th, Mr• Brown says he has many testimonials to this 
effect, He says that he has never seen the wall fibres of 
the irmnortal cell become ruptured and, therefore, if disease 
is rupture of' cells in the human organisms and treatment with 
the immortal cell oan stop such, it may be a valuable medicant. 
In fact, it is suggested by him that rejuvenation may well be 
possible in the aged and many other benefits aocrue.

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ON WHAT CAUSES GRAVITATION

In gravitation, the "foroe" is not an obsolete oonoept whioh 
has been supplanted by something else now in vogue, nor is it a 
mere illusion that can be explained away by means of Riemann• 
Minkowski hyper-geometry of space-time, but this force is a phy• 
aicnl aotuality. Hence, since it is a foroe, it must be either 
a "pull" or a "push". 

Examination at a sub•atomio level of observation should reveal 
that the phenomenon of a "pull" is actually the result of dispro• 
portions among opposing forces of "push", in which oase the ten• 
sile strength of the ooupling medium usually has not failed. Now 
"tensile" strength is ultimately oaused by etheric pressures which 
hold a material body together. Should the internal pressure hap• 
pen to beoome equal to the external pressure, then the atomic 
struoture of a material objeot would be free to drift apart -•in 
much the same way that, under the influence of some anti-gravity 
field exactly balanced with the usual gravitational field, a 
child's sand•oastle would drift apart as soon as all of it has 
beoome dry. Hence, all forces are "pushing" forces. 

We reluctantly retain the name "ether" for laok of another 
name, but we must oonsistently think and speak of it as the name 
of a class or set of ethers, only a few of whioh different ethers 
have been imagined, suggested, or officially discussed. The val­
id member of this set has oertainly not been looked at officially, 
but only a few physioists have shown any interest in the possibil­
ity that the inoomplete ones oould be rendered more workable. 
Hence, by "ether"we do not mean any heretofore mentioned in books 

and magazines, but we mean only one of the set-members whioh happen 
to be workable more or less, making sure that the one we have ohos­
en is the most workable one of all. If experimental evidence 
should require a change in our · ether oonoept, then we must make 
the neoessary ohange, instead of abandoning the conoept-set sum­
marily as did too many of the Toasts of Provosts. We may, however, 
live to see the day when the workable ether conoepts will oooupy 
a respectable plaoe in journals of engineering. To hasten the 
advent of that day, is my aim in life. 
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Pressure is in the nature of a quotient, wherein the dividena 
is a foroe and the divisor is a unit quantity of area. To obtain 
the foroe whioh is mentioned in this definition, wesimply multi• 
ply the pressure by the unit area. • 

Above, I mentioned the etherio pressures whioh hold a material 
body together, Of oourse, sinoe the ether is not constituted of 
moleoules or compounds of atomio osoillators suoh as form the 
struotural and energetio basis for material gases, we must con• 
ceive of the pressure of the ether from a more adequate stand• 
point, It is sufficient for the purpose of this article to de• 
fine the etherio pressure in the srune way that the pressure of a 
material gas is defined, with the stipulation that the pellet­
like entities whioh must account for the microoosmio bombard -
manta, oannot be atomic osoillators that move through an impon• 
derable ether, but are instead in the nature of globular eddies 
(partioles of rotation) moving without friotion through an im• 
palpable field of irrotational motion. The rebound elastioity 
of the globular eddies is a phenomenological result of the gyro• 
dynamic persistence in the ciroular form of their rotational 
motion, and this continuity of motion can also give rise to the 
effect oalled "inertial mass". The mass-density of the ether is 
defined as the quantity of inertial inass divided by a cubio unit 
of spatial volume, 

Near the middle of' page 13 of' the broohure "A Unitary Field 
Theory on the Bas is of the Ether-Vortex Concept", one reads 1 

"With the aid of elaborate hydromeohanioal experiments Hil• 
genberg established a one-to-one oorrespondenoe between Newton• 
ian gravitational effeots and similar effeots of hydrodynamio 
sink-fields, By logioal projeotion, he concluded that the 
foroe of gravitation is due to a Bernoulli pressure-drop near a 
stagnation point somewhere in space between two celestial bod• 
ies • " 

In an article by the same writer, namely ''Value for Etheric 
Pressure on the Proton", Round Robin XI: 5 ( Jan,-Feb,, 1956), 
page 20, there is mention of "the ether of the gravitational 
influx field". This last quotation needs some ana.lys is and 
editing to "servioe" its oonceptual sense, and the latter part 
of this article will overcome the ambiguity of the same. 

Gravitational foroe is undoubtedly associated in some manner 
with etheric pressure. A force may be obtained by multiplying 
the pressure by the area of some surface. This force, at a 
given point, will naturally be directed perpendicularly to a 
plane surface whioh is imaginable as touohing the (curved) sur• 
face at only the given point. The foroe of gravitation is not 
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easy to compute from these position•depencwnt quantities, however. 

If the ether has what is called pressure, then the exerted 
foroe could not be the result of impacts from molecules ~- ( the 
ether is not composed of molecules) -- but instead, that force 
must be caused by impacts between innumerable colliding eddies, 
as under H. Fricke 1s theory of an energy-conserving etherio tur­
bulence which is ubiquitous and eternal. 

The above quotation from the Lindy Millard brochure seems to 
confront the reader with the claim that Newton's formulae are in 
agreement with the behavior of fields of converging flow, of 
fluid "sinks". Does such a concept always imply that the fluid 
is indefinitely compressible? If such a condition could not be 
avoided, then one must look for an entirely different causal con­
cept. 

There oould be two hypotheses under which force depends on 
etherio pressure. If by "pressure" one choose to mean the pres• 
sure caused by wave-like radiations, then the "area" in such a 
case would have to be at least a portion of the surface of a 
celestial body. But if the pressure is instead the result of an 
ether which behaves as though it were a gas (at least in part), 
then the area would not necessarily be on any celestial body it• 
self, but rather on the "surface" of a sheet-like stream of ether 
existing in interplanetary space, an invisible and intangible 
stream millions of miles in size, to be sure, but none the less 
potent as contributing to the causes behind gravitational forces. 
This involves a net value of pressures, which may be called the 
Bernoulli pressure dropJ the force which it exerts on the stream 
surface is everywhere perpendicular to this surface. More will 
be said about this later. 

The Newtonian "inverse square" law,. taken alone, fails to de• 
cide for us whether gravitation is due to a radiation-pressure on 
each celestial body, or is due to a Bernoulli pressure-drop 
through stream layers in an interplanetary region. The inverse 
square law can be derived mathematically from both of these ex­
planations. Perhaps both kinds of activity are taking place sim­
ultaneously and contribute to gravitation, just as two addend 
terms contribute to a sum in arithmetic. 

However, before we can consider the fluid•sink concept, we 
must settle the question whether or not such a concept necessar• 
ily entails a limitless compressibility of the fluid. This fan• 
tastic property can be avoided by assuming that in a fluid sink, 
the fluid is not limited to a one-way radial flow, but that the 
fluid can leave the center of a celestial body in some impalpable 
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state at the same time that a gravity-oausing influx is oontinu­
ing. Obviously, under the anoient Greek principle that neither 
"annihilation" nor "creation from nothing" could take plaoe, we 
must assume that the volumetric quantity per unit time which 
leaves the celestial body (impalpably) must equal that which 
sinks oonvergingly into it. Just how the output oan be impalp• 
ab le while the input causes gravitation, will be explained later. 

Etheric pressure is ubiquitous, so that the only etherio pres­
sure which could account for a force, upon being multiplied by 
an area, would have to be put in the nature of a difference be­
tween two values of the etheric pressure. One of these two 
values must be that of the maximum pressure, which persists in 
isotropic space where there are no celestial bodies nor any met­
eoric particles within trillions of miles. At such a ple.oe, the 
etherio turbulence, which is nearly homogeneous for a region 
that is one septillionth of a cubic centimeter in volume, is in 
statistical equilibrium along every direction through it. The 
other value of pressure is always less than the maximum, and 
just how much is determined by the square of the flow-velocity 
of any transported ether where streaming or swirling is taking 
place, The lesser pressure minus the maximum pressure gives a 
difference which is here called a "Bernoulli pressure drop". 
This is equal to minus one-half the ether •s mass-density times 
the square of the velocity of transport of the streaming ether. 

The gravitational field is really a vector-field of force, 
that is, of a force which is the result of a useful component 
of each force that is in turn given by the multiplioation of 
the Bernoulli prdssure drop by some surface area. By means of 
integral calculus, one oould sum up a "googolplex number of in• 
finitesimal terms", every one of which terms is the product of 
an infinitesimal area tt a unique location, by the Bernoulli 
pressure drop at that location. Such a summation is likely to 
be rendered exceedingly difficult by the condition that, in 
terms of location coordinates, the squared flow-velocity will 
have to be an algebraic expression in such a form as none of 
the theorems of integral calculus which have been discovered 
to date could cover, In such a case, the preparation for cal­
culation of the gravitational force could proceed so far, but 
no further. 

The next best thing, if one oannot oalculate the force from 
continuous mathematical functions, would be to obtain an ap -
proximate answer from a polyhedral surface of plane facets, 
using the same kind of summation terms as before, but with 
comparatively large facet areas, The fewer and larger the 
facets, the less accurate the calculated answer. 
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Let us be content now with an examination of the basis f'or the 
mathematical expression of the squared ··flow-velocity in terms of 
the flow-pattern whioh is characteristic of the interfusion of 
two fields of flow, one field for each of the two celestial bod• 
ies • Ee.oh of such fields is probably the result of the sum total 
of' the individual fields of ether flow ultimately caused by the 
core of every proton in the atoms of' matter, whether the proton 
be a segmental portion of' a neutron or not. 

The only theory which has ever suggested a definite structure 
for a proton's core is C.F. Krafft's conceptual contribution to 
the ether-vortex school of physics. Experimental evidence quali­
tatively establishes Krafft's theory of atom structure as the 
correct one, but a quantitative proof awaits future progress in 
hydrodynamic mathematics itself. The atoms are systems of vor• 
tex-motion, which for the following reasons may be thought of as 
"energy sponges" s Their flow-circuits attain an equilibrium 
size which depends in part upon the mass-density of the ether, 
but if' the atom-cores be 11emaciated11

, that is, too deficient in 
circulated bulk, then they will immediately soak themselves 
avidly with whatever environmental ether-currents happen to 
match them in speed, until their equilibrium flow-capacities 
have been attained. It is important for an understanding of' 
radioactivity and of atom-core fission, that these flow-circuits 
exert forces of thrust _µpon one another, by virtue of their "ab• 
horrenoe" of very oramped quarters, but such forces of' thrust 
have very little in common with the pressure-drop thrust whioh 
is present in gravitation. The gravitational ether-currents are 
not caused by the energy-sponge effect, but by a different effeot 
which will now be expounded. 

The ether-streams that are poured forth from an atom-core do 
not flow in all directions, but tend to confine themselves to the 
directions in which they flowed at the outset of their departure 
from the proton-oores. A polar orifice in the core of a proton 
(i,e,, in a vortex-ring doublet which constitutes that core) 
sends forth a slender stream or squirt at a very high velocity, 
probably the velooity of propagation of light. As this squirt 
stabs through the eleotrio exchange-fields of nuoleons in the 
cores of other atoms without deflecting their ether-currents ap• 
preciably, this squirt is impalpable and therefore cannot be de• 
tected experimentally, but that which is knowable about its ex­
istence must be deduced logically from a standpoint of mathemati­
cal necessity, what flows in must flow out very soon after.• 
These eff'eots leave all the remaining directions available to 
the ether-currents which must enter the cores from the outside. 
The influx field, which furnishes ether from all directions of 
space to replenish the atom cores, is the physical basis for the 
existence of a gravitational field. 
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It must be emphasized that the gravitational field and the 
proton's field of ether influx are not identical. The latter 
is an indirect result of continuity of eternal motion of the 
ether itself, but to assume that it is a result of the former 
(gravitation} would be to ruin the entire ether-vortex econ-
omy, invoking thereby an endless regress of redundant compli• 
oat ions. The gravitational field is an indirect result of the 
proton's ether-influx field, but never vice versa. How t h e 
etheric influx field oan indirectly oau"s"ea' gravitational field 
is easi1y explained by stating that the flow-velocity in the 
oomposi te flow-pattern 1s in such directions ( at most locations) 
that the resulting Bernoulli force (perpendicular to the stream­
surface) has its direction oblique to the line which terminates 
on the centers of both celestial bodies, and that as a result 
of this obliquity the Bernoulli force has a useful component 
which contributes to tl'.e gravitational force, as well as a 
useless component which, by being perpendicular to the line 
of centers, contributes nothing to the gravitational force. At 
a given point in the flow-pattern field, the useful component 
of the Bernoulli force is uniquely determined as to its magni­
tude, because the pos iti on of that point also determines the 
direction and rragnitude of the flow-velocity. The root of the 
mathemat ioa.l difficulty can be traced to the peculiar fashion 
in which the theorem of Pythagoras enters the integration 
problem, mes t parts of which ha.pre n to be rather involved trig­
onometric functions. 

Now we will consider one of' the most significant of the 
stream-surfaces of the flow, where the Bernoulli_ principle con­
tributes its best effect. The stream-surface which meets a 
"stagnation point" in tre flow-pattern can be described not as 
a trumpet or paracurve cone, but as the mathematical comprom• 
ise between a cone and the surface of' a hemisphere, namely a 
hyperboloid sheet. The medial family of the curved stream• 
surfaQes which includes the hyperboloid is the group of 
stream-surfaces whioh are the most effective in accentuating 
the useful component of the Bernoulli force towards creation 
of a gravitational force. 

It is impossible to include in this ether-sink theory of 
gravitation the concept of "action at a distance", wh ioh a 
few rave falsely ascribed to Newton and thus charged him 
with having assumed that no physical event took place in 
the si:aoe between the two celestial bodies, but only that 
simultaneous action at the two bodies was going on, by fiat 
presumably. In accordance with the Hilgenbergian ether-sink 
theory, one must amend the phrase to read: "action throughout 
a d:istanoe". The physical center of each body being insepar• 
able from the center of the ether-sink velocity field, it ap• 
pears that the 11 aotion" is in the nature of a q u a a i -
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aerodynamio shrink~ of the fie 1 d 
as a result of the Bernoulli pressure-drop effect. The "propaga• 
tion 11 of this fie ld•shrinkage effect is probably instantaneous, 
which is much faster than the speed of light. The shrinkage it­
self is not an actual motion, but rather a tendency similar to 
potential energy as in the oase of a ooil-spring which is kept 
statically in a stretched state by means of a stock of wood and 
some long nails. Superficially, the shrinkage-tendency in the 
flow-pattern appears to cause a "pulling" force, but as I have 
explained earlier, only "pushing" forces are actually in exist­
ence in this field of Bernoulli forces. If all orbital centri­
fugal forces were removed, however, then the flow-pattern shrink­
age effect would immediately result in a oontraotile motion,

Although we cannot yet oaloula te .the gravitational results 
of the Bernoulli forces in the Hilgenberg field, we oan feel 
certain of the qualitative nature of gravitation, because the 
foregoing explanation is based on the only intelligible and 
intellectually satisfactory field-model which the valid Krafft• 
atom model can logically lead to.

The only possible way that two or mo r e stars can have iden­
tical solors is by iientical influences from the outside. Not 
only sunlight, starlight, and the motions of the stars, but ev­
en atoms originate from the Cosmic Rays. If you doubt this,ask 
the astronomer, or try to reproduce identical mixed spectra.
