At the present time we have optimistic estimates from officials
of the National Aeronautics and Space Administration that we may be
gending Astronauts to the Moon in 1968, That's only two years away!
We already have physical contact with the Moon with Survever I, with
excellent plctures of the barren and lifeless surface,

What next? As we turn our attention to the planets of the solar
gysteom and beyond those to the next larger systewm, the Zodiac, are
beings in these larger systems turning their attention on us? I think
g0, Let us assume that the universe is aware of us, sven as we are
becoming increasingly aware of It}

We have awe-inspiring photos of the earth from hundreds of miles
out, Burveyor sent back one photo of the earth as seen from the Moon!
These arve New Age pictures. They begin a new cycle of human unfolde
ment. If you want a date for the beginning of the Aguarian Age, let
that be it, A&ng 23, 1966, the day our Lunar Orbiter satellite sent
back & picturs of the earth from the Moon, This new perspective of
our little school room in the solar system isg activating slumbering
centers of our creativity. This new, higher form of energy will make
itgelf increasingly evident for the next forty years.

tion to other sun systems; but I suppose this will be required of
every world citizen of the New Age. We do have one ancient and honor-
able road map of the heavens, This is the Tree of Life of our Western
Mystery Tradition, to which we will refer later.

HOW TO GET THE HELL OFF THE EARTH!

Thousands of advanced humans have used the Tree of Life to map
out a safe escape from the earth, and a safe return; but it was a well
kept secret in the Mystery Schools of Atlantis, in Egypt, in the Holy
Land and down to Burope and America of the present day.

I am a Bacomian Heretic. I am.one of the growing number of people
who believe that Francis Bacon wrote the great Plays under the pen
name of William Shakespeare. But bless you, that was only one of many
pen names use . by this journalistic genius., Othere were: T, Bright,
Edmund Spenser, Burton, Marlow, Greene, Peele, Ben Jonson and - believe
it ¢r not -- the Man in the Moon!

Young Francis Bacon was frustrated by the ¥harrenness of academic
knowledge® while at Cambridege in 1573 and 1574, Years later he took
cccasion to deride the fruitless pursuit of wisdom in books when he
wrote the drama, "Lovefs Labor "ost™, There he has Biron remavk:
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"Study is like the heaven's glorious suan,

That will not be deep-searched with saucy looksy
Small have continual plodders ever won,

Save base authority from others' beoks.

These earthly godfathers of heaven?s lights,
That give a name to every fixed star,

Have no more profit of thelr shining nights

Than those that walk and wot not what they are.
Too much to know is to know naught but fame:

And every godfather can give a name,”

And so it is with the present Cemini program and the coming Apolle
trips to the Moon. Our knowledpge of the earth and its immediate space
environment is increasing tremendously, but wheve is the wisdom to
translate this knowledge into a better world? It certainly dsnft in
the encyclopediag of informatinn accumulating at NASA headguarters in
Houston, Texas, These "books of base authority"” cannot sgatisfy our
thirgt for treasures of the spirit.

We who study the Mysteries, the Ancient Wisdom, know that the
bstronauts are bound to have gpiritual experiences while in orbital
flight, In the sensory deprivation of deep space the bonds of the
flesh are loosened. Life vearns to rveturn to the Father's House, itfs
real home, This change of consciousness has long been known te high
altitude pii@tﬂ as "the breakoeff", But because of the materialistiec
concepts of the space scientists on the ground, and of the men who
administer the space program, the Astronauts are very reluctant to dis-
cuss these treasures of personal awakening when they return te eavth.

We have recently learned that Astronaunt Scgott Carpenter was one
who "opened” and saw ihrgwg the Veil while #ls HMervcury capsule orbited
the earth., The whole panorams of creation was gpread before him, in:
both 4tz good and its av&i aspects. He learmzd by direct perception
that space ~- so-called empty space -- is peopled with dintelligent be-
ings, some of human type, some non-human, The trouble was that he '
apparently found it difficult to re-focus on his earthly responsibili-
ties when it came time to prepare for re-entry during his third orbit,
He made several operational errors and, as I recall, misged the land-
ing target by & couple of hundred miles.

Most of us have to go through a long pericd of consclous prepara-
tion and conditioning before we are granted the kind of 'pﬁwiﬁ&al eX-
perience Scott Carpenter had, He was given a grandstand view of the
problems that vex most of us. Once we have such a revelation of the

desper mysteries of ouyr own being, and of the universe; no materialis~

tic approach to life will ever satisfy us again, There is bred in us
a divine digcontent. I guggest that our space program is forcing a
gradual but steady =hift in our thoughts and %@e}zﬂggg sway fyom phys-
ical, outer phenomena toward a much more sgatisfying inner reality.

Today's priests are the scientists. They are leading the change
away from matter to enerpgy. This has been g@ing on for years now,
Has anyone here ever seen an atom, or a neutrine? Of gourse notl



The physicists, these "earthly godfathers of heaven®s lights",
are giving names to vibrations. They have reduced matter to energy,
to the first creation, sound. In the beginning was the Word., To the
high priests of the super-physical space was still a vacuum full of
nothing, 30 years ago. Now they speak glibly of the solar wind, great
bursts of ionized particles -~ whatever the hell they are -~ streaming
out from the sup in all directions and a deadly menace to warm human
life as we know it, unless protected by a magnetic shield 1like the Van
Allen belts, and an atmosphere, So physics has really beocome meta-
physics but no self-respecting scientist will admit it

METAPHYSICS IS A DIRTY WORD

In American laboratories what physicist would admit that he is
studying metaphysics, or reincarnation, or karma? But his probings of
energy will eventually lead him to these dogmas of oe ~“ «ciencel!

For the physicist is looking for Causes, and Causes are Moru.., There
is rvight and wrong in the universe and an intelligent being is supposed
to know the difference.

The problems of celestial navigation and the inter-planetary trips
even now being programmed in Houston are forcing space sclentists and
the astronomers to examine the stars more closz2ly than they have ever
done, Eventually their astronomy is going to be come astrology. Yes,
the Yancient and honorable science of the stars" is quite certain to be
popular again, When earthly problems have threatened to overvhelm man
he hag always turned to the gtars, to the constellations of the Zodiac,
for guidance, Despite its boasted scientific attitude toward life,
this civilization nust do the same and the gcientists are leadinpg the
way. Continued and close examination of the vibrations coming to us
"from the Pleisdes, from the CGreat Bear, and from Sirius ~- not to men-
tion other constellations ~- will eventually reveal an intelligence
superimposed on the vibrations. Most of us dont know it but we are
‘locked in the grip of the 12 rays coming from the Zodiac., If we want
more light shed on the mystery of being, this is wherve we'll find it,
One or two unorthodox radio astronomers have hazarded the guess that
certain invisible but detectable radio signals from deep space may be
beamed signals for the guidance of Flying Saucers] T believe they are
very c¢lose to the truth.

THE MASS LANDINGS IN 9th CENTURY FRANCE

One of the most interesting pieces of comparatively early Flying
Saucer literature was published in Paris, France in 1670. A lay priest
of the Roman Catholic Church was the author, the Abbe de Villars. He
titled his 1ittle masterpiece of occult literature, "The Comte de Ga~
balie®", the Crunt of the HKabala; for this mysterious Count, an Adept
from the Western Lodge, is the central figure. The material in the
book i3 mainly a series of discourses by the Comte de Gabalis. These
are instructions in metaphysics for his student, the Abbe. We have
already referred to the Sun behind the sun in this talk, Sirius, It
was our own reading of the Comtefs discourses that stirred our inter-
est in that tremendous, binary star system, the brightest star in our
heavens, In the opening “Invocation to the Flame™ there is a direct
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reference by the Comte to "the unseen parent of the sun®. During the
digcourses it is made clear that this unseen sun ig the brightest star
which the Romans called the Dog Star, Sirius.

THE KABALIST, ZEDECHIAS

In Dicourse V the Count tells the Abbe of a Jewish Rabbi who was
in contact with the Ethereans, the Visitors from outer gpace. It was
long, long ago near the end of the vreign of Charlemagne in France,

"The famous Cabalist Zedechias,”™ sald the Count,"n the reign of
your Pepin, tosk it into his head to convinee the world that the Ele-
ments are inhabited by these Peoples whose nature I have just describ-
ed to you. The expedient of which he bethought himself wasg to advige
the 8ylphs to show themselves in the Air to everybadyy thsy did so
gumptuously.

"These beings were seen in the Air in human form, sometimes in
battle array marching in good order, halting under arms, or encamped
beneath magnificent tents, Sometimes on aerial ships, whose flying
gsquadrons roved at the will of the Zephyrs. What happened? Do you
suppose that the ignorant age would so much as reason as te the nature
of these marvelous spectacles? The people straightaway believed that
sorcerers had taken possession of the Air for the purpose of raising
tempests and bringing hail upon their crops. ’

"The theologians and the learned jurists were soon of the same
opinion ag the masses, The Emperors believed 1€ as well; and this
ridiculous chimera went so far that the wise Charlemagne, and after
him Louis the Debonnaire, imposed grievous penalties upon all these
supposed Tyrants of the Air. You may see an account of this in the
first chapter of the Capitularies of these two Emperors,”

You see, the government of France imposed a "gilence policy” on
¥lying Saucers in the 9th Century just as our government does today, -
And our "grievous penalties’ againat the Visitors is the standing or-
der to Air Force and Navy pilots to shoot down Flying Saucers wherever
they can. In the 9th Century the Ethereans tried a novel way to
change the minds of the leaders and the masses., 8aid the Count:

“"The Sylphs seeing the populace, the pedants and even the ¢rowned
heads thus alarmed against them, determined to dissipate the bad opin-
ilon people had their innccent fleet by carvying off men from every
locality and showing them their besutiful women, thelr Republic, and
their manner of government, and then setting them down agaln on earth
in divers parts of the world,"

No wonder thosc bleody dietators, Charlemagne and Louls, were so
vislently opposed to the presence of the Visitors., Thousands of Frenche
men were treated to a view of a republic, responsible citizens choos~ -
ing their leaders by popular balloet., This was a threat to their abso-
lute rule., The bloody dictators of the Roman Cathelic Church were uno
less alarmed. The presence of the Flying Saucers was an open threat
to their absolute rule of the minds and hearts of thelr pitiful subjects
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Ancording to the Count the Sylphs "carried ocut their plan™ of try-
ing ta awaken those southern Frenchmen to the possibility of a New Age
of Enlightenment, free from ruthless dictators and religious tyrants.
"The people who saw these men descending (from the space ships) came
running from every direction, convinced beforehand that they were s6r-
cerers who had separated from their companions in order to come and
scatter poison on the fruit and in the springs., Carried away by the
frenzy with which such fanciesg inspired them, they hurried these inno-
cents off to torture., The great number of them who were put to death
by fire and water throughout the kingdom is incredible,”

HAVE WE CHANGED? NOT MUCHY

Of course we're too modern now to subject Flying Saucer contactees
to torture or drowning. We are movre sophisticated and more subtle than
the Frenchman of the 9th Century; we use character as “~ination., Air
Force spokesmen imply that people who see Flying Saucers ax. weluded
dupes or outright frauds. Neighbors subject Flying Saucers sighters
to all kinds of ridicule., Frank Mannor, the Michigan farymer who watch-
ed a Ssaucex maneuver avound over his land for four hours one night last¢
April, went through hell afterward. Drunks drove by his house after-
ward, at night, and heaved beer bottles through his car windows. He
and his wife received threatening and obscene telephone calls from
people who refused to identify themselves. Some of these callers were
apurred on by their religious leaders, no doubt,

“One day among other instances,” continued the Count, "it chanced
at Lyons that three men and a woman were seen descending from these
aerial ships. The entire city gathered about them crying out that they
were magiciang and were sent by Grimaldus, Duke of Beneventum, Charle-
magne®s enemy, to destroy the French harvests, In vain the four inne-
eents sought to vindicate themselves by saying that they were their
own countrymen, and had been carried away a short time since by mirac-
‘ulous men who had shown them unheard-of-marvels, and had desired them
to give an account of what they had seen. The frenzied populace paid
no heed to their defence, and were on the point of casting them into
the fire when the worthy Abogard, Bishop of Lyons, who having been a
monk in that city had acquired considerable authority there, came run-
ning at the noise, and having heard the accusations of the people and
the defence of the accused, gravely pronounced that both one and the
other were false, That it was not true that these men had fallen from
the sky, and that what they said they had seen there was impossible,®

Clever man, the Bishop of Lyons, he saved the lives of four inno-
gent people. Even more important, he preserved the apthority of the
Roman Catholic Church, "The people believed what thelir good father,Ag-
cbard said ra’her thun their own eyes, were pacifled, set at liberty
" the four Ambassadors of the Sylphs, and received with wonder the book
which Agobard wrote to confirm the judgment which he had pronounced,
Thus the testimony of these four witnesses was rendered vain,”

The negative biag of the Piscean Age was too strong to be overcome
in the 9th Century with even this powerful testimony. This attempt of
Zedechias and the Ethereans to ~nen the minds of men failed, then, al-
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THE PLATONIC YEAR
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most; for there was no cessation in the endless wars, brutality and
corruption of the times. Yet a philosophical seed had been planted
by the ¥isitorsy; for the Count went on to tell the Abbe of the results
of the visit to the Etherean realms by the three men and the woman:

*Nevertheless, as they escaped with their lives they were free to
recount what they had seen, which was not altogether fruitless: for,
as you will recall, the age of Charlemagne was prolific of heroic men.
This would indicate that the woman who had been in the home of the
Sylphs found credence among the ladies of that period. . . which com~
pelled the people of those times to apply themselves somewhat to Philo-
gophy: and thence were derived all the stories of the fairies which
you find in the love legends of the age of Charlemagne and of those
which followed., . . "

THE DAWN OF PROTESTANTISM

Here 18 a clue to the seeds of protest against the corruption of
priesthood of the Koman Catholic Church, They were planted in the
hearts of Frenchmen of Languedoc and elsewhere in Southern France by
Visitors from outer space in the 9th Century. Two centuries later the
so-called Albigensian heresy was in full-blown revolt against the dead
dogmas of the Church,

So liberal was the atmosphere of western Provence, Languedoc. then
that the Kabala could be openly acknowledged and taught by such leaders
a8 Abraham ben Isaac, president of the Court of Law in Narbonne. The
oldest known book on the Kabala, the "Bahir", was in circulation,

Then a religious fanatic named Lothario di Conti grabbed the throne in
Rome and launched an all-out political and economic war against the
French hevetics, more generally known in those times as Catharists.

In Peter of Castelnau this new pope, Innocent III, found a religious
maniac as ruthless and greedy for power as himself. Castelnau was ap~
- pointed Papal Legate with full power to enlist the aid of the king of
France in destroying all liberty in Southern France, When Brother
Petor was assassinated on Jan, 14, 1208, Innocent III <conceived the
brilliant scheme of launching the Fourth Crusade, not against the infi-
dels in the Holy Land, but against good Christians in Southern France!l
The bloody, and successful, war against Christian heretics dragged on
long after Innocent ITXI%s death. But self-consciousness does not end
at the grave and in 1245 the great popef’s revenge was complete. From-
the Cathelic heaven he could watch in triumph as hig famatical follow-
eres overwhelmed the last Catharist citadel on Montsegur. To make their
triumph complete the good Catholics roasted the remaining 200 protest-
ing Christians alive. The stink of their burning flegsh perfumed the
air of Socuthern France for days afterward. Heresy was suppressed for
a time and th teaching of the Ancient Wisdom was driven underground;
but the Church forever lost its moral authority,

Nowhere in our history is the negative bias of the Piscean Age
more obviousgs than in the sad tale told above, The story of the Albi-
geénsian heresy was dramatic proof of what the great CGreek philosopher,
Plato, had predicted almost a thousand years earlier at the end of the
Aries Age., There are necative, barren periods when men lose sight of
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the divine primciple within them, and they are governed solely by
their animal passions. He foresaw correcctly the endless strife and
cruelty of the coming Piscean Age. Plato was alsgo aware of the cone-
tinuing and uplifting pressure of the Sun behind the sun.

Thank God, Piscean influence 1s on the wane now. Dally, the
Aquayian ideal of brotherhood is expressed more powerfully as milliocans
lif¢ their hearts and minds in prayers for pesce, World War ILI,
which threatened go surely from Korea 15 vears ago, has been held off
this long. Let us continue to believe that the increasing volume of
prayer will be answered by an even mightier response from on high,

We cannot rest, There ave billions of souls here on earth gtill
dominated by Piscean Age influence., There 1s that religious famatie
Cardimal Spellman, for instance. A couple of years agoe he prevailed
upon the Pregident of the United States to defend Catholic freedom in
Vietuam by force of American arms.

Those who arent®t fortunate encugh to be blown apart
by our bombs are roasted to death with Napalm, This fiendish stuff
ig jellied from the best high-~test gasoline Standard 011 ean produce,
The stink of burned hair and scorched flesh is & melancholy perfume
indeed to send aloft anywhere, How much longer will we support the
missionary effort of the Church in Vietnsm before our national ceon-
seience 18 aroused? That is a mwoot question. The Presgident has vowed
to keep our troeps there until every last heretic is killed, if neces-
sary. Congress has voted more war-powers and momey than he has asked
fors and the majority of the people are backing him in this strife,
ageording to the national polls,

But there is the continual and visible presence of Flying Saucers
in Amexrica. All through 1966 the Visitors have been shaking our smug
self-assurance. Sightings are so numerous and contipuous mow that
Flying Saucer research groups cannot keep up with the flow of news
stories, The Visitors will succeed now where they failed in the 9th
Century., This is the end of the Piscean Age, not the middle of it.
Saucer sightings and Saucer stories will continue to hammer away at
our minds and hearts until we are forced to recognize that we are not

Meanwhile, the Visitors, the Guardians, watch and wait. Is our
Pregident sincere now when he speaks of peace? Only time will tell,
To early Flying Saucer contactees it was proven many times that the
pilots of the Discs were monitoring and understanding only too well
our radio and TV broadcasts., It is quite likely that the more advan- -
ced among them can read our minds as well! Barney and Betty Hill cer-
tainly were victims of the guperior mental power of the UF0 leader
who picked them up in New Hampshire in 1961,

Back in August 1952 Ric¢ Williamson and his group in Prescott,
Arigzonawere in telepathic and radio contact with Flying Saucers. From
hig first little book, "The Saucers Speak™, here is ome revealing mes-
sage that came at the height of the Korean war.

Aungust 17, 1952, 8:25 p.m.

"I am Zo. I am head of a Masar (Mars) contact group, but my
home is Neptune. I am goimg to Pluto soon., Pluto is not the cold,
dreary world your astronomers picture it to be. Mercury is not a hot
dry world, either. If you understood magnetism you would then see
why all planets have almost the same temperature regardless of distance
from great Sun body.

"iTo apples we salt we return®, You may not understand thice
ctrange saying now, but someday you will. It is from one of our old
prophecy legends. Rites will save your people. We are here to warn
you, Lf there is dissension among you we will not contact you. Be
calm and quiet! We have on¥y love for all men,

"We hold certein councils on Uranus. We must now decide about
your planet Earth, Earth is backward, too many wars! Your bombs will
destroy Universal balance. Your Hydrogen Bomb could make an astercid
belt out of you. This happened many years ago to planet of the fifth
orbit, (Between Mars and Jupiter.) We knew what they were doing but
we didn't interfere., VWe cannot gtand by and see another waste, After
their destruction there were terrible disasters on Masar, OCreat vol-
"canic eruptions took place. Many of our people perished, We would
have besn thrown out of the Solar System and lost if we had not quxck~
ly constructed two artificial satellites,

"Some of your scientists have noticed that Phobos and Deimos re-
fleet too much light to be made of earthy substance., They are right,
They are metallic in nature, They readjusted our unstable condition
and saved a planet, Zo speaking, Peace to all men everywhere.
Discontinue,”

That was a staggering plece of information in 1952 and it showuld
be today., For twoe years pow the "Hawks™ in Washington and Vietnam
have been talking giibly about escalating the American war in South-
east Asia until we take on Communist China, Then of course we'll have
to use ocur Hydrogen Bombs to wipe out the countless millions of Chin-
ese, Lf the religlous maniacs cannot persuade the President to take
this next logical step in our A.ian adventure, he can be dispemsed
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with, one way or another. Then an effort will be made to place a more
pliable figurehead in the power seat in Washington. The military man-
iac portrayed by Hollywood actor Burt Lancaster in the movie "Seven
Days In May" would be a good example.

STOPPED DEAD IN OUR TRACKS

This eventuality was long ago forseen by the Cuardiasn Visitors
from outer space. The kind of international c¢risis that is on us now
must happen at least once to the human life wave on every planet in
every solar system. In its search for more and more power every elec-

John 6. Fuller had been up there in October investigating ¥Ihe

found dozena of other reliable people who had seen Flying Saucers.
Beyond that they were willing to talk about their sightings and back
up each other's stories! To cap the climax, Fuller saw a UF0 himself.
But that part of his fascinating book which is of most interest to us
here is the extensive preparations for the blackout of Nov. 9th,

The Jalbert home in Fremont, New Hampshire was very near high-
power Iines. "The entire family reported continued sightings™ of UF0s,
according to Tuller., Farly in November the boy Joseph had an especi-
ally significant sighting.

"Joseph had recently noticed a reddiish cigar-shaped object high
in the sky, high over the power lines., It hovered there motionless
for several wminuteg -~ exactly how many he did not know because he
was so absorbed with watching it, After a considerable length of time
a reddish-orange disc emerged apparently from inside the object, and
began a sg8lowv, erratic descent down toward the power lines, Asg it
reached a point within a quarter mile of them, it leveled off, then
moved over the wires upntil it reached a point several hundred feet
away. It then descended slowly until it reached a few feet above the
lines. Then a silvery, pipedike object came down from the base of
the disc and actually touched the lines, remaining there for a minute

ar 80.
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"The protuberance then slowly retracted into the body of the ob-
ject, and it took off at consgiderable specd -~ exactly how fast, Joseph
conld not estimate -~- and then rejoined the reddish-cigar-shaped ob-
ject and disappeared inside it.

"Joseph®s mother had not seen this but had observed a similar occ-
currence some 20 miles away, near Manchester, The only difference in
their descriptions was that the protrusion extending down from the ob-
ject she observed was reddish rather than silver colored. Joseph was
very reluctant to bring this sighting up. His younger brother had
prodded him into telling about it, and when we asked him why he was
hesitant, he told us that the whole thing looked too scary and he did
not like to talk about it. 'It's the first time I've ever seen one
of these things touch anything,? he said, fand it happened so near to
me that I really tried to put it out of my mind,*®"

WHOSE FAULT WAS IT?

To the uninitiated, the presence of John FTuller and his editor
and photographer companion there in New England at the time of the
greaat blackout was mere ceincidence, To those of us who have broken
throvgh the Cosmic barrier and accepted the continuing presence and
guardianship of the Visitors, Fullert®s writing project there was part
of the over-all plan.

"Ag the waitress brought the drinks, she had a broad smile on her
face, She had been helpful in the past in supplying the names of peo-
ple she had heard about who had sighted objects and were interested

in the story as it developed.

"1T suppose this is all your fault,? she said, putting the Mar-
tinis on the table,

#etThat is all our fault]? I asked,

®"?You mean you haven't heard about it?! she asked.
"tHeard about what??

"tThe blackout. The power failure all over the east,?®

WeYoufre kidding,? I said, The lights in Hampton were blazing
brightly. I did recall, though, the flicker as I had left my room,

"iT¢ just came in over the radio in the kitchen,® she said. "Bew

York, Albany, Boston, Providence, all of Massachusetts, are absolutely
black. Not a light burning. This is no joke. I mean it.?
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"This seemed so incredible that we herdly took it seriocusly. I
got up, went back to my room, and turned on the television set, I was
startled to see the news staff of NBC-TV broadcasting in faint candle-
light., The picture was fuzzy and barely discernible, The commentary,
of course, confirmed all that the waitress had told us, and more, I
still found it hard to believe., And, of course, the first thing that
crossed my mind was the long series of UFO sightings involving power
lines, such as Joseph Jalbert?®s report the evening before. I forget
completely about dinner,

TAKING THE MEASURE OF THE POWER GRID IN NEW BNGLAND

"I gquickly started pouring through the 203 pages of transcript
of the tape recordings, The words 'power lines? or "transmission lines?
appeared on an alarming number of pages. I began mak*-¢ a notation
in the margin of the transcripts wherever a reference ilanu . .8 Was
made., There were 73 mentions in various locations by various people.
These included either the actual use of the words or references to lo=-
cations near where the power lines ran,"

To one like myself who has known of, and believed in, the presence
of the Cuardians for many vears, the evidence is clear. The New Eng-
land electric power grid was carefully measurtd as to ontput and per-
formance, The Visitors then introduced wild oscillations with thelr
own equipment.

Pevout Catholics, Buddhists, Mohammedans, Hindus, Isrvaelites and
other religious fanatics can go on slaughtering each other indefinitely
in their local holy wars, There wont be any interference from the
Guardians, until these power-mad maniacs raise thelr missionary sights
to other planets of the Solar system. It happened once in our little
universe but it wont be allowed to happen again,

The old Hebrew prophet, Isaiah, knew about that other planecary
bholocaust., Tds is revealed in his jibe at Lucifer, the Light-bringer,
Isaiah 14:12: ‘"How art thou fallen from heaven, 0 day~star, son of
the morning!

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the "revel., won™ is a ravishing female. Manfred embraces her and falls
to the floor in shoclr, Lord Dyron's poem i8 a fascinating discursion
into occult philosophy well worth study., Ve believe it highly signifi-
cant that Byron's "fiction" of 1817 confirme Zo's message from outer
space in 1952! And the so-called "fall" of man from the CGarden of

Eden (other planets in a hicher stage of evolution) may be more liter-
ally true than we are willing to admit,

How many times in my years of lecturing have people come up to me

For some of us, 1lives on others planets are only the vaguest of
speculations. Others, such as Phylos, have more. direct knowledge. You
can read his story in "Dweller On Two Planets! by F.,S. Oliver. At
one of our Borderland Conventions at Harmony GC+ove, California several
vears ago a fellow told me his personal experienc.,

Like many of us, life for him was an eundless search for the an-
swers to these fundamental questions: Who am I? Whevre did I come
from? /4nd where am I going? He heard of Scientology. It occurred to
him that Fon Hubbard®s magic formula for self-realization might lead
him to the answers he sought., He got it the first try!

He was born in Missouri when Halley's Comet made its expected appear-
ance in 1835, During Twainfs life it was predicted that he would quiz
the mortal form when the comet returned on its next trip and go he did,

in 1910¢

These bits of information given here will be disdained by orthodox
gcience because the proof, if there is any, lieg within the human heart,
Iy your mind has a surfeit of scientific facts, if you are fed up with
surface phenomena and are looking for truths of deeper significance,
perhaps we can point the way from our own experience, The gap between
science and religion can be bridged ~~ if by religion we mean a moral
universe, created and guided by a controlling intelligence some people
¢all God. The sad ~hing today is that organized sr orthodox religions
are no more capable of explaining the Flying Saucer phenomenon in an
intelligent way than is orthodox science! Yet as the space race devel~

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SPACECRAFT OF THE SUFER-SOLAR SIRTAN SYSTEM

The first thoughts of space travel (fact or fiction) came to be associsted with
cur own moon,becauge of its relative closeness. As our understanding of such nmattervs
increased and the current era of Saucer gsightings and activity came into focus, it was
logicallypostulate that spacecraft could probably come from anyvhere within the solar
systaen,

Leter on the wore informed Saucer researchers, noting the "out of this world" be-
havior and performance of the craft, came to the conclusion that Ssuces « .76 were nob
only interplenetary but ... interdimensional as well and that they could and often did
“emerge’” from their own cctave of physical manifestation and then, just as easily, "de-
mat” back into their dimension. In short, that these craft were able to shuttle to and
from visible and (to us) invisible worlds or planets, within and outside of our solar
system.

Any effort to astronomically locabe such planets as Bethurum's "Clarion”, for ex-
ample, would therefore be meaningless if 'Clarilon” happens to belong to an octave of
physical manifestation that is invisible and intangible to us. They could not be seen
with our present types of optical telescopes, but they might be detectable with more
refined designs of the so called “radio telescopes’ and there is every possibility that
they are already being recorded via this instruwent.

I now offer some thoughts helpful in pin-pointing the origin of Saucer craft that
come from cubside our solar system. I came across research informstion to this effect
ih "Super-Paysical Science”, by A. P. Sinnett, $2.00, Theosophical Press, Wheaton, Ill.
Sinnett's wide range of super-physics, by the way, does not refer to Saucers in any way
put his chapbter on "The Sirian Cosmos™ and the rest of his book came to him (about 1910)
from a rather extracrdinary super-sensory source and provides some excellent Ffillein
research information pertinent to current Saucer phenomens.

Simpevt's informstion 1s that our sun and its family of planets is itself part of
& super-sclar gystem, l.e. thet it is revolving arourd the glant star Sirius, which is
about ten light years avay from us.. He adds that the Sirian super-solar system (isolated
in space from other systems of the same order ) includes up to about 100 solar systems
like our own, all grevitating sround the Sirdian central sun.

It becomes lmmediately logical and apparent that, within this vast Sirian systen,
of which our solar system is a part, there has been room, time and special opportunity
for vast and varied fleets of spacecraft to evolve and that mostof the Saucer craft
seen in our skieg vadoubtedly hail from somewhere within this Sirian system; even though
there must be some traffic between the Sirian and other systems.of the same kind still
farther out in space, hundreds or more light years away.

Apropos of all this Sinnett mentions a fact of super-physical astronomy that serves
. a8 a corroborative climex to what the BSRA has been patiently maintaining for the best
part of a decade, l.e. that Saucer craft are inter-dimensional, as well as interplane-

tary.
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Sinnett says "I am told that, of all the 100 solar systems involved in the Sirian
cosmos, only about tweniy-five are at a stage of growth or development resembling our
own system and thug appealing to the physical plene senses!

Noting the above percentage of physical Vs. (to us) invisible worlds, it is evident
that spacecraft that can and do "mat and demat” are the rule and not the excephion in
the cosmic scheme of things and that it is our physical octave of manifestetion that is
relatively abnormal and open to cautious observation by outer space beings.

The necesgssary work of
Samael, the Angel of Death, held no terrors for her, Death is a change,
not an end, So Mrs. Tristram was not surprised when, during a guiet
time orly eme uwonthd after recieiving word from her government that
the boyTs ship was "greatly overdue”, she felt her zon'sg cousciousgness
blending with hers. It was June 3, 1943,

"Yesg, I am here, Mummy darling. TITtam being instructed in ny new
life., T was .afraid of death but T was glad when it was over, and I -
had to be in a place of quiet for a long time till I lost my fearsg ==
¥ am longing to be with you again and Dad aad be at home. It iz funny
to be like this not able to make vou hear when I speak to wvou, and all
my plans of going into Dad?s regiment are upset, but I suppose they
will let me help a bit even here, I have guides who are helping me
to find my way about., It ig all very confusing at first, because you
see I never thought of coming into this funny seort of iife., .

Up to last summer, members of the Church of Christ met
in a building at the U.,S, Athinal Air Jdase, 10 miles south of the Creck
capital., For space reasons, a building was rented off base and services
begun there. After several services were held, Mr. Miller said, CGreek
police ordered them to stop or face arrest, No reason was given. . .
The CGreek constitution provides for freedom of religion, but Gr@&& Ortho~-
dexy is the state-sponsored religion, . i

TMADRID (from Richard Mowrer, Chicago "Daily Hews"', LA "Times" for
Dec, 17, 1964): Legislation to protect Spain?s non-Catholic minorities
againgt discrimination on religious grounds bogged down. There is no
hope that the draft oroject, seven years in the making, will become law
by Christmas as Protestant leaders had hoped. Reasons for the delay are
postponement of a vote at the Ecumenical Council in Rome on the declara-
tion on religious liberty and, prior to that, a powerful resurgence here
of opposition to the proposed 13g18¢&t10ﬂa The new attack came during a
ministerial meeting Sept, 30. It split Generalissimo Francisco Francoe's
cabinet and it was decided to shelve the issue pending developments at
the Vatican council.

"Sponsors of the bill, foremost among them Foreign Affairs Minister
Fernando Maria Castiella, relied on positive action at the Vatican to
force the hand of the diehards here, Jut -in Rome the expected vote on
religious liberty failed to materialize. It was postponed te the fourth
session on the Ecumenical Council, for which no date has been set,”

Mowrer writes that the Franco cabinet deadlock was surprising be-
cause earlier “*the hierarchy of Spain's lLoman Cacholie¢ Church had indi-
cated it was satisfied that the proposed legislation would noet harm the
Catholic unity of Spain.”™ Jut this was only propaganda put out te allay
the fears of Protestant Americans, and to which individual members of
Spaints kKoman Catholic Hierarchy didn't even render 1lip service!

It is a
direct conflict between *black' and *white' forceg., That war will be
a space war, perhaps tearing asunder a great part of the solar system.

Thervre
is no danger of the San Andreas fault opening up again, exgept in case
of a heavy Japanese quake., All faults along the line will probably be
activated, Now perhaps this will not happen right away and you will
be disappointed., I would like to bring a nice big quake to please you,

In 1959 we had an interesting comment and observation omn the
spiritual background of the Yada di Shifite. This came unsolicited -
to BSRA from Peggy LeGrand, a "sensitive', channeling New Age infor-
mation from her spiritual teachers, Astaron and Alsirian, In 1958,
Bryant and Helen Reeve had played for Peggy a tape recording of one
of the Mark Probert seances in San Diego, where the Yada had spoken.
In September 1958 she asked her teachers about the Yada.

"We see our friends who are with you and the question inthheir
minds concerning the entity they named to you (the Yada di Shivite),
We are aware of this soul, this Intelligence. He is on a most impres-
sive level of wisdom. He was an Fasterner, or rather he lived in what
is your Eastern world today, but it was far more civilized where he
was than is that part of the Earth in this present age.

"He was a priest, a teacher, or whatever you choose to call it,
an Initiate of the Mysteries and a wise and good man, He was not of
our present world; so his ideas seem foreign to you; and his Teachers
would be far beyond your comprehension, Some of them are Space men
and some are in a strat. of the Spirit world, beyend the reach of any
living being. He was not on another star at the time he came to earth.

Some of the most significant information about the Visitors from
deep space, both within the Solar System and without, came in tha ear-
ly 19508, 4 Brazilian named Dino Kraspeden was one of these fortunste
or unfortunate earthlings. His material was published in 1957 @ﬁé@r
the title, "My Contact With Flying Saucers™, by Gray Barker,

In Hovember 1952 Kraspedon and a friend were driving in the #nga~
tuba range of mountains near his home of 8Sao Paulo, They saw & Fforma-
tion of five Flying Saucers. The weather was bad and they counlda’e
stay in the area, Later, Dinc and his friend retumed and stayed three
days and nights, hoping for a personal contact, The lazt night & Fly-
ing Saucer landed near their camp and they were invited aboard for a
vigit, Kraspedon says they stayed an hour and the captain of the apase
ship explained their equipment and the operations of the ehip. He
promised to visit Dino later at his home in Sac Pauls,

This occurred in about five months, Dinofs wife guddenly announ-
ced to bhim one day that there was a minister at the door., He prided
himsslf on being an atheist and very scientific: so it was a reluctant
Brazilian who went to the door. The "missioncery"” there was dressed
in the usual, conventional dark clothesgy but in them was the captain
of the Flying Saucer! Kraspedonfs wife then left the house taking the
children with her, and the two were free to discuss many of the pro-
blems o: existence in this awesome universe,

To the doubtful Krasp@&@n the Saucer captain proved he was some-
one quite unusual by conversing easily in several eazxch tonguss. Hisg
knowledge of our Bible and the Hebrew language ~- and his unswerving
belief in God -~ eventually converted Hraspedon from an atheist to an
ethical Deist, The captain said he and his craft came from Eapi%@w o
not from the parent body, of course, but from the largest weon of Ju-
piter, Ganymede, He sometimes lives on Io, also.

The Saucer captain was greatly concerned over the deplovable con-
ditions of politics and sccial conditions in Brazil and elsewhere on
the planet, and also the tragic backwardness of our sclence, which re-
fuses to recognize and admit the ervors in its basiec theory!

One startling prophecy given at this time in 1933 by this UFO
captain from Jupiter was this: Before the year 2000 our sclar gystem
will become a binary, with two suns!

"Another sun will soon enter our solar system,” he told Dime., it
is a body of monstrvus proportions which will shortly become visgible
in the direction of Cancer. It will not, however, emit any light,
as the light of a sun only becomes intense when it enters inte a sgec-
ondary magnetic field such as our solar system., It begins to rotate
on entering such a field., It deforms space around itself, and gener-
ates currents which rise to its brilliance.

“If it were luminous beforehand, its light would set up a force



of repulsion, and it would be deflected from its path. With no lum-
inosgity it becomes subject to the pressure of our Sun, but 4its ocwn
momentum will ensure that it enters our system. It will first be seen
as a reddish light, later turning to blue, After reaching the ares

of the large planetary bodies, it will encounter the repulsive force
of the Sun; but in its rear it will then have the welght of the large
bodies or planets {(Saturn and Jupiter) also imparting a force of ree
pulsion in the opposite direction. The force of repulsion of the
planets behind it, the light it gives off and its great mass, will
cause the present Sun to move farther away from the magnetic center of
our system., Then the two Suns will settle down (in domesgtic felicity)
in their new orbits, the one of greater mass and lesser 1ight baing

nearer the center.

THERE'LL BE SOME CHANGES MADES

"Two Suns in the solar system will create difficult problems,”
continued the Jupiter UFO captain. "The orbits of all the planets
will be changed. Mercury will move into the area between the present
orbits of Venus and the Earth. Venus will move out ¢to a position be-~
tween the present orbit of the Earth and Mars,. The Barth will feel
the effect before the ntw Sun settles down in its definitive erbitc,

"Ags the luminosity of this body increases, the pressure of this
light will cause the Moon to move out of its orbit and it will settle
in a position that will turn it into a planet. With this displacement
it will take part of the etheric mass of the Earth, which will impart

to it a stabilized movement,"”

Hooray! Now we know how the laggard, Piscean~oriented souls are
going to be removed from the earth and its Astral vicinity. The Msoon
will become a temporary solar system bus and take them with it. - When
it settles down in its own orbit as a planet, these blood-thirsty hu-

outwards, Its trajectory will be such that it will become a satellite

of the Earth,

"Everything depends on its direction of travel when it contacts
the Barth, If this happens to be against the direction of rotation
of the Earth, then the shock produced by its contact with the etheric
covering of the Earth will smash it to pieces, If it is with the ro-
tation of the Earth, then the satellite will attach itself te this
planet., The Earth, itself, will not be affected by this dimpact, as
its etheric covering will protect it."

I suppose the way in which the Mars satellite, Phobos or Deimeos,
approaches us, against or with our rotation, will bedecided by our
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behavior in the next 25 vyears.

THE END OF SEGREGATION

"According to our calculations,™ the Jupiterian told Kraspedon,
"a shower of rocks is all that will reach the surface of the planet,
principally in the area of Europe and North Africa, Asia Minor, the
north of South America and the south of North America. The impact will
turn this now splendid Martian satellite into fragments welghing about
50 1bs. each, which will lay waste these areas. After that, everything
will become normal again and we shall have a new sky in which to travel
and you will have a new Earth,®
