INTROIXUCTION FOR GROWN-UPS

The following pages give a wery broad outline of the course of the world's
history from the beginning xd the present world-cycle until the present time
(end a little beyomd). It wy be read by children or to them, though its prim-
ary purpose ie mot either o these. The Outline is not primarily regarded as
an end in itself, but rathe: as a basis for teaching and discussion,

Ideally, each paper shoull be used as the foundation of a lesson around
which discussion may be cemwed and project work organised., The project work
can include pictures, comporitions, maps, models etc.

This individualised apprramch is particularly important since it allows the
teaching to be adjusted to tie age and ability of the children concerned, For
example, to older children wore detail may be gone into about the nature of
the first people's coming fvm heaven to earth — how we mean not "people"
travelling in space, but sois becoming incarnate in a material environment;
and how the first ideal and archetypal creation was translated onto succesively
grosser and more consolidate: levels of being until finally it reached the
stage of physical matter. Tirre are various levels on which these facts can be
taught, ranging from the simlest forms of presentation (to which we have
largely restricted ourselver in these papers) to the abstractions of philo-
sophical metaphysics. Which _evel takes predominance in any given case will
depend upon the child in quertion.

Hadrian education has alwas proceeded orally, without the use of textbooks,
and these papers represent o step towards putting some of it in a form which
can be used by those who have not grown up within a traditional Madrien commun~
ity. What will be missed are “he traditional stories and narratives, usually
told by the fireside, whiclh pve 8o much warmth and vitality to the historical
accounts, To some extent the slace of these will be taken by the accounts of
the lives of children living :n the different periods of history which are to
provide a companion—piece to -he present work. Some of the traditional stories
will also be writtem down, bu nothing can replace the traditional telling in
the fireside setting by an exerienced story-teller. As new open Madrian commun-
ities are founded, it is to Ir hoped that every Madrian child will be able to
bave this experience at least occasionally.

If eny particularly interciting or difficult questions are asked, we would
be grateful to hear of them. ™ie enswers to these questions may be compiled as
a supplement to the Qutline.



Where did people cwome from?

Uben God first madie people, She did not put them on this earth, but kept them
with Her in Heaven.. It was so beautiful in Heaven, that I can hardly begin to

describe it. But affter s time, some of Her children disobeyed Her, and wander-
ed away from Heavenn.

Now Heaven is & place for perfectly good people, and because these children
werc disobedient, ‘they could net find their way back. But God sent Her Daughter,

Inanna to help them, and Inanna created a new place for them to live, and this
new place was called the earth.

VWhen She first «wrecated it, the world was so fresh and bright and beautiful
that if you could isee it, you weuld sey that Heaven could not be any more
wonderful thaon that (but if yor had seen Heaven, you would know that it could!).

When people firmst come to earth, it was called the Golden Age. People were.
not stucl in their physical bodies the way we are, they could just "step" out
of them. They coulid travel to azother place just by thinking about it., They
conld understand tihe language of birds end animals, and build a Temple in the
air without wood oxr stones or avy other physical material.
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At the beginning of the GOLDEN AGE, people did not need to build houses at
all, because thyr did not feel the cold, and for them, it was always like
the warmest dayr of summer. :

It was not unxil the SILVER AGE that eny houses were built, and then, at
first, they were only little round wooden huts. The GOLDEN AGE lasted for
many thousands of years ~ almost as long as all the other ages put together.
Feople lived for a very long time then, and it was not unususl for a person
to be smeversl hudred years old. As time went on, lives became shorter. In
the late SILVER AGE, people only lived 150 to 200 years. Today they usually
live only 70 or 30,

Toward the second half of the SILVER AGE, great temples and palaces were
built in many plices. These were very grand and beautiful, and full of wonder-
ful works of art but they showed that people had moved further away from God
and were trying -o make themselves at home on the earth instead of seeking the
way back to thei: real home in Heaven.

But they hed 10t forgotten God, and all their works of art, their magnific~
ent cities and places, their beautiful clothes and music, just as much as theiir
Temples, were al. made in Her honour.

Great princesies ruled over the cities, and everyone was happy under their
reign, because lie true princesses, they did not rule according to their own
likes and dislilkss, but ruled in obedience to God and Her laws, These laws are
8o perfect that ien maids live by them, they are always perfectly happy.
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At the beginning of the BRONZE AGE, the great cities became larger and more
magnificent, but now the great danger of these eartly glories was beginning
to become a reality. People werc starting to forget God, and lose themselves
in worldRy things. The great princesses forgot that they were God's servants

end behawed as if they were only given their riches and power for their own
enjoymentt.

The people did not sce why the princesses should have wealth and power
instead @f themselvesz. And of course, if the princess is not God's servant,
there is mo rcason. Nut when they put up meids from among themselves to be
their ruBers, it was even worse, becouse these rulers did not obey the divine
Lav either, but only slipped farther from it.

The worse things became, the more people tried to find comfort in worldly
things, BWut the more they did that, the worse still things became. Those days
were verw much like the present time in the profane world, In the end, the-
whole of that civilisation collapsed, because a society without God is just
like a bwrick wall without cement., The golden chain of Her law holds society
together, and when that chain is broken, it will soon fall to pieces.

Through greed and quarrelling, and by upsetting the balance of nature with
materialistic inventions (just as people are doing today), the great cities of
the early bronze age fell into decay. People went off into the hills or the
countrysiide and left the magnificent buildings to crumble away.
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After the fall of the grent cities, many people wandered the countrysiide, or
lived in ceves. Many profane people believe that these were the very Hirst
peoplr in the world, They call them cave-men and believe that they had only
just Jarned the simplest things, like meking fire, Actually, of courmse, they
only TMEMBERED these things, while they had FORGOTTEN most of the otlher things
which they used to know. :

Prfane people believe that these ncave~people” had developed from monkeys
only 1 little time apo, and that the whole buman race is only about tiwo million
years >ld, and could not make simple things by hand until sbout twentyy—five
thousmd years ago, but they have found the imprints of well-made ropre sandals
in plices where they must be at least fifteen million years old, But ithey just
jignor« things like that, end pretend they do not exist.

Th¢ cave-people are ecalled "cave-men" by profane people because thiey pretend
that ten were in charge in these days, just as they are in the profeme world
today. Actually, the profane people who know most about it know that ithis is
not t—ie but most profane people pretend that it is. Actuelly maids were in
charg of the cave-societies, were leaders in the communities and heards in the
houseivlds, just as they had always been, 1t was not until much later and much
darke: times that men took over.

The cave people were not stupid, as is sometimes said. Although tiney had
forgowen many practical things, they still had = deeper spiritual kmovledge
then tie profane world has today, and their arts and crafts were riels in
spiriual meaning. Profane people often talk of these arts and crefts being
tinverted" by the cave-people, but, of course, ‘mo true craft has ever been in-
ventet on this earth, for maid brought all the true sacred crafts witih her
when me came from Heaven, So when people say tinvented", they shouldl really
say RFIRMBERED. )
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So, the cave-wmaids had forgotten many things, and elso remembered many things.
But not everyhody had forgotten those things which had been forgotten, On the
great continemt of ATLANTIS, now sunken beneath the waters, lived a race of
people who haid not forgotten the old ways. Their ruler wes called QUEEN BASILEA.

Queen Dasilea decided that it was her duty to help the other peoples of the
world, and se she made ready a great fleet of ships which sailed all over the
world, And whierever the red~haired Atlanteans landed, they taught the forgotten
ways to the people, and belped them to build up magnificent civilisations cent-
ered upon lowe and obedience to God, just like those of the Silver Age.

But they eould not be quite like the Silver Age, for times change, and what
is possible tw our mothers is not possible to us, For the world is slowly run-
ning down, like a clock that has been wound up a long time ago. But the Bronze
Age cities wesre very good places, ruled by good princesses who obeyed the
Divine Law. T'he people were happy, and lived close to God. Beautiful clothes
and buildings and pictures and music were made, all for the love of God.

Wherever they went, the Atlanteans left four objects bchind them: a golden
chalice, a silver moon-axe, a bronze yoke and an iron plough, These symholised
the four ESTATES into which people were divided in the bronze age. Prieatesses
and scholars, queens and robles, craftsmaids, and farmers. There was also a
fifth estate, which was sbove the other four. This was the estate of those who
gave up the world, and grve their whole lives to God in contemplation, often
they went away to live ir lonely places and later returned to give teaching
and spirituak help to otbers. '
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Because -he world is running down like a clock, the happy time which begran

in the eirly part of the Bronze Age could not jast forever., It did last for
thousant of years, but towards the end of the Dronze Age, things started to
decline xven more badly than ot the end of the Silver Age. Cities got biigger
and more greedy, and people became obsessed with money and possessions. At
the bepiming of the Iron Age, all sorts of false ideas were starting tw creep
into relgion itself.

Firsi. people imagined that God had not a Daughter, but a son, and later
they dec.ded that God llerself was a man! Decause religion is the centre of
life, tluse ideas quickly started to affect other areas of life. In the end,
kings teds the throne avay from the princesses, and fathers became the Ineads
of houseiolds instead of mothers. This arrangement is celled PATRIARCHY ..

The Lngs who took over were very cruel, they often burned towns and vil-
lages ir their fight to take over pover, and invented horrible ways of lttilling
people wio disagreed with them. All patriarchal governments, right up tw the
present tny use horrible methods like these. Sometimes, in times of peace,
they stor using them for a short while, but they quickly start again vhen it
suits thm.

As tle Iron age wore on, people believed less end less in religious ttruths,
until, i1 the end, the petriarchs did not even believe in their own invented
male god Instead, they plunged themselves into worldly things even more
deeply tian the Silver or Bronze Age people had done at tleir worst. They in-
vented .l sorts of machines and deadly weapons, and found out many thimgs
about naure and the world, but all in erder to satisfy their own greed.. The
world war made more and more ugly, scarred by roads and railways, and hwuge
sprawling cities dedicated to making money.
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At the end of tihe Iron Age, people even stood history on its head, and pre-
tonded that the: Iron Age was BETTER than all the other times, and that be-
cause people im earlier ages did not spend all their time inventing new
weapons and macthines and ways of making money, they must have been atupider
than people are: now! This idea is called PROGRESS or EVOLUTION. It says "We
started off aas monkeys, and we have been getting better ever since. This mod- :
ern patriarchall world is the best thing ever!" :

This idea is a very new invention, because even in most of the patriarchal
tinea, people miew that things were getting worse. All the wisest people in |
every age have taught the opposite of progress; but the clever thing about :
the progress stiory is that the people who tell it don't have to take any notior
of the wisest preople of the past, because they were only stupid people who
had not inventerd bombs and factories. Whenever you see a profane book about
the past, you wrill always find this silly idea in it somewhere.

We must not forget that from the beginning of the Iron Age to the present
time, which is mear to the end, was a very long time indeed. The whole of
what the profamee world calls histery does not go back as far as the beginning
of the Iron Agew.

Patriarchy ms we know it today did not come in until quite late. There
were lots of im-between periods. Periods when queens ruled, but kings had a
lot of power, when kings ruled, but only by the queen's permission and all
sorts of other complicated situations.

In spiritual wisdom, the situation was equally confusing. Some bits of
the Truth were kept, others were lost, and different things happened in dif-
ferent places., For example, the western world lost the truth that we live
many different lives, but the eastern world kept it.

As patriarchy progressed, the situation became even more confrsed. Yhenever
a country went patriarchal, the people quickly digcovered that they did mwot
like it; and if the king was not strong enough, there would be a revolutiwon,
and a matriarchal princess would take over again. Sometimes a country woudd
switch from matriarchy to patriarchy and back again several times in & simgle
lifetime.

Slowly, the kings became stronger and cleverer, and because the world was
becoming older and more tired, people did not have the power io resist thwem.
Put then a surprising thing happened. Groups of maids and men who had rum
away from the tyrannical kings in the cities began to band together in thee
hills and mountains., There they met hermit-maids who had left the cities be-
fore the patriarchal times in order to live the CONTRMPLATIVE LIFE. Reali.sing
that their troubles had come in the first place from turning iway from Gowd,
they asked these hermit-maids to help them to re—organise their life in téhe
old God-centred way. There were lots of hermit-maids, and some men too, bie-
cause as the cities had become worse and worse toward the end of the Irom Age,
more and more of ‘the most spiritual people had left them, and whole commumijt-
jes of hermits had grown up in faraway places.

So now, instead of just being like convents, these communities became
complete countries in themselves, with their own princesses riling in obedi~-
ence to the Divine Law, and with people following every branci of the ACTIVE
LIFE. Decause they remembered the old ways, these nations becime the happidest
and best-organised in the world, They paid especial honour to Inanna, andi
used Her symbol of the moon in jewellery, art and decoration :f all sortsi. Be-—
cause of this, they were called, in the Greek language, AMAZGSS, or moon-wmaids.

But the patriarchal kings became jealous of the Amazon nations, and semt
out armies of fierce men-soldiers with aswords and clubs and fiery torches to

destroy them.
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At first the Amazons ran away from the men—-goldiers, but the hermit-maidr
shoved them how spiritual concentration can make perfect the art of fighting
just like any other art. They taught tbe sacred MARTIAL ARTS of archery,
swordsmaidship and unarmed combat (fighting without e weapon). The Amazor
soldiers were mostly maids, but some men were also allowed to Join them. They
were highly disciplined, and although they fought hard, they were never xuel.
They never burned villages or tortured people, or used more vielence thar
xecessary as the patriarchal armies did. Their spiritual martial arts maic
them much more powerful than their opponents who relied on mere brute fowe.

When they had made theierG:es safe from invasion, the Amazons decidei to
go out and set free the lands which had been conquered by the patriarcha®
tyrants, and to show_the people how to return to God. Each Amazon nation had
two princesses -~ the senior one was a hermit devoted wholly to God. She -uled
at home over the people. The junior princess was obedient to her. She war a
soldier, and led the army out to set free the captive peoples in patriartal
lands.

Very soon, large areas of the world had been set free, and for hundreis of
Years matriarchal, God-centred societies covered most of the earth once wein.
The patriarchs were reduced to a few barbarian tribes on the borders of dv~
ilisation.

But as the world became older, the patriarchs began to creep back, auni for
a long time the civilised world passed from the hands of the Amazons to -hose
of the patriarches quite often.

There were two great Amazom nations., The greatest was called the natim of
the THERMODONTINES, They lived in central Asia, and from there, they set out
in their strongest days to liberate not only Southern Europe, but the Intian
and Chinese lands as well. The smaller group were the LIBYANS. At their strong-
est time, they liberated the whole of Southern Europe, North Africa, Ermt
and Arabia. There were also some smaller groups of Amazons.
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When the countries liberated by the Amazons were finally defeated, patriarchy
reigned over many parts of the world, though nott all, In Britain, Germany and
moat parts of Northern Europe (you will see from the map thet the Amazons
never went to those places - they did not need tto) therc was still a matri-
archal rule. The same wns true in parts of Afrieca, America exd some remote
parts of Asia, such as Tibet. Egypt kept its Ammzon governmemt long after the
surrounding areas had succumbed to patriarchy. Ms the age wore on, these mat-
riarchies fell one by one, although some of thems survived until only a few
hundred years ago.

Look again at the "clock" on papge 5. Now the lhand is almost upright at the
very end of the Iron Age. The "lart days” are here, our Ledy is forpgotten by
almost everybody except the faithful few. Peopler care for ncthing except
worldly and material things. The balance of natwre has been wpset by the
massive machinery that is used by the profene wmrld, the air and earth and
sea is polluted. We are told that civilisation wannot last mxch longer, even
if the terrible bombs and other weapons which tlhe patriarchs have invented
are not used.

What will happen? Long long ago, our mothers said that thz age would come
to an end; that faith and wisdom would be lost mnd terrible things would
happen, They knew all about it, even though it #s taking modern profane
people by surprise. They also knew what would besppen afterwards,

The modern world will come to an end. DBut whern the apge enis, a new ape.
will begin. We will come back to & new Golden Agre., Everyone vill turn baelk
to our Lady, and the world will be pecaceful agaiin end full of the love and
joy of the great God-centred matriarchal civilimations. And those people who
are Madrians today will have the job of leading the world bazk to the old
ways, It is a wonderful thought, to know that twday's Madriars arc the

children of the future. 1
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
